Based on the hit novel by Kathryn Stockett, this wonderful 
film is set in the 1960s in Mississippi.  A southern society 
girl decides to interview the black women who have spent 
their lives taking care of prominent local white families and 
thus turns the lives of her friends and the whole town 
upside down. Aibileen, her best friend's housekeeper, is 
the first to open up, to the dismay of her friends in the tight
-knit black community, but soon more women come 
forward to tell their stories.  Unlikely friendships are forged 
and a new sisterhood emerges, but not before everyone in 
town becomes unwittingly and unwillingly caught up in the 
changing times.  A movie to inspire, to make you cry, 
laugh, feel sad, angry, and hopeful, all at the same time.  
A definitely “must see” movie. 
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Moviola audiences everywhere have literally 
cheered this fantastic film based on the 
autobiography by Li Cunxin, a brilliant Chinese 
dancer who defected to the USA at the height of the 
Cold War.   Plucked from a poor Chinese village at 
the age of 11, Li studied ballet in Beijing until during 
a cultural exchange to Texas in 1979, he fell in love 
with an American woman. Two years later, he 
managed to defect and went on to perform as 
principal dancer for the Houston Ballet the 
Australian Ballet.
