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It is with great pleasure that I can confirm the 
appointment of Rev Maria Shepherdson as Priest 
in Charge, Upper Kennet Benefice.  

This was announced in the churches of the 
Benefice on 6 March and followed the resignation 
of Paul Bradish last September, after which there 
were several months of intense work preparing our 
Benefice Profile, advertising, interviewing 
candidates, and then being able to offer Maria the 
position and her acceptance of it. 

It is testament to that preparation by members 
of the Benefice Council, the work that Paul did 
during the time he was with us, as well as the 
ongoing support and guidance of Keith Lamdin and 
Gill MacKichan, that this successful outcome was 
achieved in considerably less time than can often 
be the case.  Well done to all concerned! 

Maria will move to the Rectory at Avebury in 
June.  Her Licensing service will take place at 
Broad Hinton Church on the evening of 22 June 
and will be followed by a reception in the Village 
Hall. 

Maria trained initially as a teacher gaining 
degrees at the Universities of Dublin and Hull, later 
becoming a head teacher, before further training in 
Theology through Surrey University with Sarum 
College.  She joins us having been Curate at the 
three church Benefice of Warmley, Bitton and 
Syston, a mixed rural/urban area situated on the 
eastern edge of Bristol. 

This brief summary does scant justice to her CV 
and I hope the whole community will share with me 
the excitement and anticipation of her taking up her 
appointment. 

Maria asks for our prayers as the time 
approaches for her to join us. 

There are some major festivals and holy days in 
the calendar of the church year, however, before 
Maria joins us – Lent, Mothering Sunday, Palm 
Sunday, Holy Week and Easter, and on the 
‘business’ side Annual Parochial Church Meetings 
will be coming up in all our parishes.  We do hope 
you will join us at some of our services and our 
annual meetings

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Kennet Valley 60+ Group 
A meeting of the Kennet Valley 60+ Club was held at the 

Kennet Valley Hall on 17 March.  Sylvia advised us that there 
was a change of date for the May meeting - it would now be 
held on the 12th May.  The coach trip to Swanage is now full.  
The invitation to the Broad Hinton 60+ Club is on the 6th April 
and it will be possible to park in the Crown car park.  The Parish 
scrap book tea party will be held in the village hall on Saturday 
the 14th May between 4.30 pm and 6 pm to celebrate the first 
anniversary of the completion of the tapestry.  There will be a 
framed presentation of local photographs dating back over 100 
years and which have been collected over the past 5 years. This 
has been produced in a collaboration by the Heritage Group and 
the Hall committee. 

The talk this month  was given by Mrs Ninna Gibson who 
has been a Magistrate for several years.  Courts are situated in 
Chippenham, Salisbury and Swindon. These Magistrates posts 
are unpaid, but do have a petrol and lunch allowance. Ninna sits 
in both the adult and junior courts where children as young as 
10 years old could appear having committed crimes such as 
arson, or have beaten people up.  They could be given sentences 
of up to two years. 96% of cases are held in Magistrates Courts.  
About 1,000 cases are heard per week.  80% of clients are 
illiterate and there is a huge debate about sending people to 
prison or giving community service, unpaid work, curfews or 
tagging as these could be a good deterrant.  Compensation to the 
victim will always be awarded, except in case where the 
defendant has no way of paying.  If you are given a fine then it 
is possible to have up to a year to pay.  All cases start in the 
Magistrates courts, but in the case of murder or other heinous 
crimes these would committed to the criminal courts.  Police 
have recently been given more powers and can give 'on the spot' 
fines for lesser crimes which lessens the amount of cases put 
before the courts. 

Ninna was thanked for her very interesting and enlightening 
talk and there were several questions from members. 

Marlborough Embroiderers 
Guild Meeting 

The Marlborough and District branch of the Embroiderers Guild 
held their monthly meeting on Monday March 7th at the Kennet 
Valley Hall in Lockeridge. Jane Ford gave a fascinating talk on 
the history of the textile industry in the Stroud valley. This area 
enjoyed a combination of factors which favoured the 
development of woollen cloth manufacture, namely natural 
deposits of Fullers earth, a plentiful water supply, and flocks of 
Cotswold sheep. During Mediaeval times the products were 
exported to many parts of Europe, especially to Italy, and in 
later centuries to North America. The red cloth for army 
uniforms was made here, and top quality baize for billiard tables 
is still produced. Although the industry has now declined, the 
old machinery is still maintained by enthusiasts and can be seen 
on open days at one of the old mills, whilst the vibrant annual 
Stroud International Textile Festival keeps the tradition alive. 
The next meeting will be on Monday April 4th at the Kennet 
Valley Hall in Lockeridge, and will take the form of a 
Ploughmans lunch and informal social event.

Nicola spoke about the history and the discoveries of the 
antiquarians who had been associated with Avebury from 
the 17th to the 20th century. She explained how observant 
they had been and showed us a map which was the 
earliest one known of the site produced in the 17th century 
with remarkable accuracy. Ross then spoke of the work 
of Alexander Keiller to the present day discoveries, but 
put them all in the Neolithic landscape. Ross showed us a 
computer generated map with all the modern features 
removed and all the most recently discovered ancient 
structures shown on it. This really emphasised just how 
extensive the Avebury site was and how many people 
were involved in prehistoric times in this area. She also 
spoke of more recent finds of how Silbury Hill was 
constructed, the use of the Kennet Long Barrow, the 
enclosures at West Kennet and the discovery of a new 
small circle, most of which has been found with the help 
of modern technology. It was a fascinating evening and 
we all left with much to think about.

Wild about the Valley 
With spring just around the corner swaths of snowdrops are 

abundant intermingled with a splash of yellow from aconites, 
crocus are coming into full bloom, primrose showing their first 
flowers, daffodils pushing their spiky leaves from the soil some 
already in bud. It’s a lovely time of year and we start to forget 
our harsh winter weather. 

The birds are beginning to sing, from the end of January the 
Song Thrush from the top of a tree chants its melodious song as 
a wake up call to spring, it has another go in the evenings. A 
Blackbird in a tree nearby tries to compete without much 
success, a Robin sings into the last rays of the evening, all 
mapping out their territory. Rooks in the tops of the trees are 
beginning to repair or make new nests. 

A first in a garden in Lockeridge was a Nuthatch these are 
more common on the edge of West Woods, a very clever little 
bird, the only British bird that can come down the trunk of a tree 
head first, it usually uses an old Woodpecker’s hole to nest in 
but seeing that Woodpeckers will eat baby birds its got another 
trick. It will plaster the entrance hole up with mud until its only 
big enough for the Nuthatch to enter and so safeguarding its eggs 
and chicks from predators. 

There are no reports of Bramblings anywhere in the Valley. 
However there are sightings of a Barn Owl near Silbury Hill on 
Jan 30th, a pair of Snipe flushes in the Windmill area on Feb1st 
and a little Egret at Fyfield on the same day. Two Woodpeckers 
and a Kingfisher near the river opposite North Farm with a Red 
Kite and a pair of Ravens over Lockeridge on Feb 9th. Ten Long 
Tailed Tits at Avebury Trusloe Feb 6th and 15 Waxwings by 
Café Hill Feb 12th and a Barn Owl later that evening. A Tree 
Creeper reappeared at East Kennett on Feb 13th, the same day as 
a Nuthatch, Song Thrush and three Great Spotted Woodpecker. 
A flock of some 500/600 Starlings by Silbury Hill on Feb 16th. 

Thank you to all who have contacted me with wildlife 
sightings.
