Headlines from the Parish Council’s meeting on the 

21 June 2011 
Jenny Haines:  Jenny has resigned from the Parish 

Council.  We were very sorry to say goodbye to her after 
many years of dedicated work.  Many thanks, Jenny. 

New members:  Since our meeting, Maggie Lewis of 
Beckhampton and Mike Daniel of Swindon Road were 
elected on 23 June.  We still have two more places to fill, 
one by co-option and one possibly by election if ten or 
more people request one.   

We said in March that we want to achieve a good 
balance on the Parish Council and we’ve noted that 
Trusloe, Bray Street and the High Street/Green Street are 
underrepresented.  We’re keen to hear from people in 
these areas and we will be reviewing membership at our 
next meeting in July  

Planning applications:  We agreed to support all three 
of the following applications or offer no comment. 

Listed building consent for internal works at Avebury 
Manor 

Single storey garden room at Westbrook, Bray Street 
Air source heat pump at Bridgemead, High Street. 
Motorbike nuisance at Beckhampton: Bike nuisance 

has diminished recently and the individual caught on 
video has not been heard.  WPC Sarah Watts will 
interview speeding motorcyclists if the public can 
provide their details; a visit from the police is often 
enough of a deterrent.  We are raising the issue with the 
Marlborough Area Parish Forum and, longer term, we 
want to include it in the proposed Avebury Traffic 
Management and Design Guide Project.  

Limiting access to the High Street: We had a 
preliminary discussion about limiting access by adding 
‘street furniture’ to the High Street and we looked at a 
sketch of a proposed design by Ewart Holmes. We also 
hope to include this in the proposed Traffic Design Guide 
Project. 

Parents parking in High Street: We have written to 
the Circle Nursery about congestion in the High Street. 
They are putting a notice in their weekly newsletter, and 
another in the nursery window, requesting parents to use 
the designated car parks when dropping off and collecting 
their children.   

Thefts of lead: There has been a spate of thefts in the 
area.  It is possible to paint lead-work with invisible 
‘Smart Water’ which stains the hands of the thief.  

Road works on West Kennett Avenue: Wiltshire 
Council’s contractors will be applying a surface dressing 
to the Avenue on 11 August, weather permitting.   

Solstice:  Solstice was relatively quiet.  Ninety five 
tents were pitched in the overflow car park and only 
about twenty people were turned away.  We are looking 
into the issue of increased camping on the Ridgeway and 
have contacted the police about cones on the Avenue and 
an increased police presence next year at Trusloe and 
Rawlins Park.

 Avebury and District WI  
Out On The Tiles!  

Well, not exactly! But we did have a great time 
visiting the Marlborough Tile factory in the town in 
July!  

The factory produces tiles of various sizes, 
designs and colours and at the start of our visit we 
were given a brief history of the company which had 
its beginnings in the 1930s when two women found 
that their mutual interest in painting ceramic tiles 
was commercial enough to provide them with a 
living and today the company is owned by one of 
their descendants.  

We were first shown the colour lab, where 
colours for the tiles are developed and tested. 
Apparently, each colour has its own ‘recipe’ which 
is kept on file for checking and future reference. We 
then went on to see how the tiles are glazed and 
finally saw them being fired in the kiln. We were 
told that the kiln is heated to 1000 degrees, and it 
WAS rather hot standing close to it!  

As interesting as all that was, the best part of the 
afternoon for most members was watching tiles 
being hand painted by three incredibly talented 
women. They use charcoal stencils to outline a 
design on a tile before going on to paint it. Many 
different motifs are used – flowers, insects, plants- 
to name a few, and all are amazingly delicate and 
detailed. We could have watched them for hours!  

At the end of the visit we were all given a hand 
painted tile to take home with us as a souvenir which 
rounded off the visit nicely!  

There is no meeting in August, but some of our 
members will be visiting the WI’s recreational 
college near Abingdon where they will be able to 
look round the college and its grounds, attend a 
cookery demonstration in the college’s newly built 
cookery block and get details on the many different 
courses the college runs.  

Our next meeting is in the Social Centre in 
Avebury on September 8th at 7.30pm.

‘Musical Holiday Round’ which sounds very 
intriguing!

The school closed for a week whilst everything was 
moved from East Kennett to Lockeridge. Well as with 
all moves, not everything, but those things worth taking. 
The teachers received a lot of support from parents, 
governors and residents during this difficult and tiring 
time. Many cakes were baked to sustain the workers. 
A wonderful opening ceremony was carried out on the 

first day in Lockeridge. Pupils, from the school and nursery along with 
teachers, parents, governors, residents, architects and builders gathered in the 
sunshine outside the wonderful new school. The service was led by Reverend 
Maria Shepherdson and the Archdeacon. The children sang beautifully, the 
ribbon at the main entrance was cut, and singing the hymn ‘One more step 
along the road we go’ everyone entered the school and went into the beautiful 
revamped hall where the service continued. Flowers were presented to 
Headteacher Kim Spencer and Chair of Governors Jane Davies to show 
appreciation of all the hard work they have put in over, the last two years, to 
make this dream a reality. 

Tracey Mercer and the small band of volunteers, who had organised the 
highly successful School Ball in June, presented the school with a cheque for 
£10,351.71. They made a profit of twice their target due to an incredible 
amount of hard work. The money will be used for new outside play equipment 
and other necessities. 
An open evening was held two days later so that local residents could have a 

good look at the new school. Lots of people dropped in and were very 
impressed by the wonderful bright and shinning new building, extended 
with respect for the original Victorian School designed by Charles Ponting. 
A Grand Design indeed. Many had visited the old school during the 
monthly open evenings, put on by the School Governors during the 
development of the plan, and they could really appreciate the 
transformation. 

The School Travel Plan has made a great start with teachers, parents and 
pupils wearing fluorescent jackets to warn motorists of their presence as 
they park and stride from the pub, take part in the drop off scheme, cycle or 
simply walk to school. 

At the end of the school year, Year 6 pupils will leave Kennet Valley School 
from the East Kennett Site they have attended since year 3. They will bid a 
sad farewell at a leaving ceremony at East Kennett Church and then spread 
their wings into their secondary education at St John’s in Marlborough.
