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I write this note still reflecting on the wonderful service 
held at St James’ Avebury on Sunday 17th January as over 
150 gathered with Bishop Stephen as he blessed two new 
bells for the Avebury Tower.  It was very pleasing that so 
many from the local community were able to join together 
with ringers and friends from further afield as well as local 
and international visitors to Avebury whose visit just 
happened to coincide with this very special service. 

I’m very aware that a great deal of effort and energy went 
into the day and the service. My sincere thanks to everyone 
who contributed in so many different ways – as I said at the 
service it was a team effort to procure the bells and it was 
another team effort to make sure the service and day went as 
smoothly and splendidly as it did. 

Local and national press were there as well as a 
professional photographer from Time Magazine!  I hope that 
the video clips make it onto television and that some good 
pictures are included in the local papers at least. If we are 
able to get a set of pictures from various sources we will try 
and get them posted on the Kennet Valley web site so that 
they can be seen by a wider audience. 

Strange as it may seem we now turn our attention to Lent 
and Holy Week. Jesus calls us to follow him. It’s one of the 
few commandments repeated in all four gospels (Matthew 4 
v19; Mark 1 v 17; Luke 5 v 27; John 1 v 43. Christians are 
followers, that is disciples of Christ. Being a disciple is a 
demanding calling as Jesus asks us to follow his example by 
taking up our own crosses (Mark 8 v 34). Of course, the way 
of the cross will be different from one disciple to the next, 
but the way of the Cross is costly whoever we are.  In order 
to face up to that cost we are regularly invited to be attentive 
to the example of Jesus and the church year and seasons are 
a particularly helpful way of guiding us with this calling. 

We have just celebrated the birth of Christ – God 
becoming one of us in Jesus Christ – sharing the 
vulnerability of our lives.  Looming fast on the church 
calendar are the seasons of Lent, Holy Week and Easter, 
each season drawing our gaze to Jesus and deepening our 
devotion to him.  

The season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday (17th 
February) and lasts 40 days ending with Palm Sunday. It’s 
an opportunity for each of us, in some imaginative way, to 
walk with Jesus on his journey from Galilee to Jerusalem – a 
journey he knew would end in death, yet which he 
deliberately chose to begin and complete.  

When we engage with the season of Lent we signal to 
ourselves and to God that we are seeking to better 
understand the sacrifice Jesus made through his death on the 
Cross. This sacrifice was not being the unfortunate and 
accidental victim of a violent regime, but the sacrifice of 
submitting his own will to that of the Father.  

Within this edition you’ll find details of our Lent Course 
that we hope to follow at various home based locations 
across the Benefice.  We have decided to focus our thoughts 
this Lent on the environment and ecological issues – and our 
study material will reflect this. Given the failure of the 
Copenhagen Climate Summit to agree meaningful outcomes 
maybe it boils down to individuals and local communities to 
think these issues through and resolve to act differently –in a 
more disciplined way, the way that Christ would. 

The Lent Course will be very practical and contemplative.  
It will be an opportunity to discuss a different issue each 

week with friends and neighbours and then to resolve to do 
something in response to what you have studied. We will 
look at the Bible and what it says on these issues but the 
material is well-suited to everyone, not just church-goers.  

If you’re interested in making a difference to the 
environment locally then it’s worth at least trying a group for 
one session. 

I hope many of you will do this and look forward to seeing 
you out and about in our Benefice.

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At the first meeting of the Council of 
the New Year the weather was topic for 
discussion. At the time temperatures 
were sub zero, there were several 
inches of lying snow and more was 
coming down. Wiltshire Council 
refilled the grit bins when it was 
requested and they will have hopefully 
been refilled again as the new stock 
disappeared very quickly. The grit is for 
use primarily on roads and dangerous 
parts of footways but not for private 
use. There have been reports of grit 
thieves operating in the area. Please 
report anything suspicious and ensure 
there are supplies left for residents 
when it is needed. 

The Council also looked forward to 
the warmer weather. Last year the 
warm, damp weather caused lots of 
overgrowth in all areas of the villages. 
Wiltshire Council provides these 
villages with the services of the Parish 

Steward who strims overgrowth as well 
as clearing ditches, filling small 
potholes and general maintenance tasks. 
He does a great job but, unfortunately, 
he only comes once every two months. 
The Parish Council has agreed to 
supplement the work of the steward by 
funding some additional work. This will 
involve mainly strimming both 
alongside the main hard-surfaced 
footpaths in Winterbourne Monkton 
and the long grass and nettles around 
stiles and entrances to the public 
footpaths. There may also be a small 
amount of hedge cut back. The Parish 
Council is looking for a contractor who 
would like to undertake this work. 
Anyone interested may contact the 
clerk as below for further information 
or to submit a tender for an hourly rate. 
Any applicant will need to provide their 
own equipment and have public 
liability insurance.

Wall Hanging 

Marlborough and District Embroiderers Guild meets at 
the Hall most months and wanted to acknowledge the 
help that has been given over the years in using this very 
pleasant venue. It was suggested that a piece of work 
should be made by the members with input from the local 
population in Fyfield, Lockeridge, West Overton and East 
Kennett. 
The aim of the hanging is to reflect the beauty and 
atmosphere of the Upper Kennet Valley, its buildings and 
through them its history, its flora and fauna in all seasons 
and its industry of farming, both arable and livestock.  
Each of the appliqués has been worked by individual 
members in the method with which they are most at 
home.  The pictures have been painted, covered with fine 
organzas and then stitched by both hand and machine 
The colour palette has been limited and the stitch type 
restricted to long and short, detached chain and French 
knots. The whole piece will be framed for safe keeping 
The work is still at an early stage of construction with 
quite a few of the appliquéd pieces still to be stitched.

We have  been consider ing 
TRAFFIC ISSUES a lot recently, so I 
thought I would put down our current 
ideas - hopefully answering your 
Frequently Asked Questions! 

What can be done re speed on the 
A4? 

Sadly, the most recent stuff out of 
Wiltshire Council yet again rules that 
the A4 does not merit a lowering of 
speed limit from 60mph.  We have 
begged for special treatment on our 
village junctions to no avail (except for 
the suitable whitelining now in place).  
All we can do now is to ask regularly 
for speed monitoring/traps.  The 
authorities do point out with some 
reason that unfortunately a speed limit 
on a road does not automatically end 
all dangerous speeding…ironically, the 
increasing traffic on the A4 will 
probably be our best hope of traffic 
slowing down.   

Is SatNav relentless in directing 
38-tonners via our village lanes? 

Yes, at the moment.  We are 
thinking of “clustering” with the other 
rural parishes around here, and asking 
Wiltshire again to lobby nationally for 
some form of OS route limiting to be 
adopted (but don’t hold your breath). 

Have you finished re Lockeridge 
traffic calming measures? 

No, we certainly haven’t.  I’m sure 
most of you remember the visit 2 years 
ago of Ben Hamilton Bailey, the traffic 
guru, and we are still holding to his 
principles of “mental speed bumps”  -  
which means a constant stream of ideas 
to calm the traffic down.  Judith 
Woodget (861314) runs a happy band 
of Lockeridge residents who think up 
the scarecrows, Xmas drinks on the 
Dene, “cats’eyes” in the hedges, etc. 
Please join in and help if you live in 
Lockeridge. 

We have moved the speed limits to 
more rational entrances to the village, 
and installed the “gateways”, as 
advised, by Lockeridge House and the 

Dene  -  we contributed to the costs but 
managed to persuade the late Kennet 
DC and Wiltshire to meet the bulk of 
them. 

We would like to introduce a 20mph 
limit around the school, but so far 
Wiltshire has not authorised any 
similar limit.  Oxfordshire have, 
apparently, and we are still on the case. 
However we do bel ieve that 
appropriate speed is what we need, not 
any particular limit, where small 
children, aged pedestrians, cyclists and 
horses are involved!  Indeed, may I 
recommend the pleasure to be had 
from driving steadily through the 
village at 20mph or under, followed by 
one or more very impatient souped-up 
Golfs…   

We have considered chicane-type 
traffic calming, but we are not pursuing 
it:  experts advise that it would at best 
be a marginal improvement (because 
there may not be sufficient opposing 
traffic to slow one down, in fact you 
might speed up to get through it); the 
cost would be prohibitive (so no 
County support at the moment); and 
our lovely High Street would be full of 
chicane, extra lighting and signs. The 
final straw came when a Wiltshire 
traffic engineer site-visited and 
explained we couldn’t fit such a 
scheme in our narrow road anyway! 

 
Finally, may I repeat Judith’s plea 

last month in this magazine, for all 
villagers to be thoughtful of others 
when parking, throughout the parish.   

 
When you look at the Heritage 

Exhibition photos of our main streets 
in 1902 or so, I don’t think the Parish 
Council had to face the same 
problems!
