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Many people have penned a view in this column in the 
absence of an incumbent, so I guess it was inevitable that 
the Benefice Treasurer would have to put pen to paper 
eventually. 

It is difficult to escape the influence of money and it’s 
double sided values – politicians are locked in disputes as 
to which sections of society should shoulder the burden of 
cuts, whilst accountants (at least some accountants) are 
locked in challenges with the tax authorities as they find 
ways to legally (just) reduce their wealthy clients’ tax 
burdens;  

Cricket purists would doubtless mount a case that the 
game is being ruined by the obsession with profit; and 
often the way we choose to spend our money seems 
strange on closer inspection – I read last week that we 
spend £1m a day in this country on air fresheners, and yet 
fresh air is free! 

Even in our various church parish discussions, money is 
often seen as a stumbling block to re-organising and re-
thinking our structure, as witness the Benefice Council’s 
ongoing discussions with parishes as to whether our five 
PCC’s  should merge into one. 

I remember last year when I was being somewhat 
protective (perhaps introverted) about our local church at 
East Kennett, Paul Bradish reminded me that the origin of 
the word ‘church’ meant ‘followers’, so that God’s church 
equates to God’s people, rather than God’s bricks and 
mortar. 

As we prepare ourselves to welcome and support our 
new priest in June, I am sure we will be reminded yet 
again to re-assess the balance that many of us need to 
bring to our daily lives as between material and spiritual 
things – the things that cost money and the things that are 
free.

Here is the next in our series of articles by volunteers which explain what volunteering 
means to them.  This article is by Liz from Avebury Trusloe. 
 
“We moved to Trusloe in September of last year and on the day of the move I came to 
the shop for some last minute buys and met Claire, who immediately sold me a 
Community Shop bag so I offered to volunteer. 
  
After settling in to our house I finally began to help in the shop as I wanted to meet the 
local people and "do my bit". 
 I have since only managed four sessions as my husband had a heart attack and I had to 
be on hand to help him. During this time we visited the tasting session held at the 
Community Hall and the number of people who asked him how he was was quite 
touching, as they had never met him before. We had an immediate feeling of belonging 
which, together with living in one of the most beautiful places, has made us both feel 
extremely welcome. None of this would have happened if I had not volunteered and my 
experience in the shop has been so enjoyable that if there are any new arrivals or anyone 
who has been considering volunteering, I can only say do it, you will feel great.” 
 
If this has inspired you to volunteer, we always welcome more volunteers. We are very 
flexible, you do not need to sign up to the same shift every week, and even if you are 
only available once or twice a month you would be welcome.  The shifts are about 3 
hours long.

Michael is a free lance wildlife photographer and has 

written and illustrated many books on this subject which 
have been published and sold all over the world.  He 
explained how he had had a desire to get involved with 
wildlife and the great outdoors at an early age and this he 
has achieved by working with the BBC Wildlife team for 
many years.  Michael explained how his work had made 
a significant contribution to many of the wildlife 
programmes on the BBC over the years, but his efforts 
were mainly now concentrated on his books and lectures 
worldwide. 

He then treated us to a fascinating insight into the job 
itself giving us a glimpse of the ups and downs of 
wildlife photography.  The downside was mainly sitting 
in hides in many remote places for hours, days or even 
weeks, to get just one photograph of a species - and to 
meet deadlines to satisfy the TV producers.  The upside 
was the moment when the subject appeared and the 
precious pictures were frozen in time. 

Michael then took us through a series of slides 
explaining how to photograph wildlife in our gardens, on 
the motorways, in remote woodlands around the British 
Isles, and revealed many tricks of the trade in the process. 

This was a highly entertaining evening, and all who 
attended were impressed by the informative, amusing and 
professional style of Michael Leach.

Wild about the Valley 
A couple of corrections to last months report, 50 Waxwings at Café Hill 

should have been Lapwings and 2 Woodpeckers near North Farm should have 
been Woodcock. (sorry! Ed.) 

The hedgerows are becoming greener, Brimstone, Tortoiseshell and Red 
Admiral butterflies have emerged from hibernation, Blackthorn, early Cherry 
and Plum blossom in full bloom. Miner Bees have emerged from their 
underground chambers ready to pollinate our fruit trees, mad March Hares are 
still doing their mating dances, young rooks are already calling from their nests.  
Blackbirds, Song Thrush and Robin are all beginning to nest and the morning 
chorus is beginning to echo across the valley. The lovely warm days so far this 
month makes it a pleasure to live in this lovely valley. 

Three late reports for the end of January were a Reed Bunting at East Kennett 
and two Conn Buntings and a Peregrine Falcon between West Kennett and the 
Wansdyke. Reports from Tusloe, Beckhampton, Avebury, Winterbourne 
Monkton, West Overton and Lockeridge have had Bramblings in gardens but 
none in East Kennett. Red Kite over Avebury 26th March, a pair of Curlews in a 
field north of the A4 March 27th, Siskin, 5 Greenfinch and 10 Tree Sparrows 
(the latter breed last summer and had 3 broods). Black Redstart and Reed 
Bunting at Beckhampton, a pair of Quail in a garden at Winterbourne Monkton, 
this must have been an escaped pair because they are migratory and do not 
survive here until the end o f April, beginning of May.  

A Pippinstrelle Bat seen at East Kennett March 31st. The first Swallows at 
West Overton April 4th and East Kennett April 6th. House Martins at 
Lockeridge April 10th. I am still waiting to hear the first Cuckoo. Finally, 
Orange Tipped Butterflies at East Kennett on April 16th.
