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View from the Rectory 
One of my favourite poets is Gerald Manley Hopkins. His 
wonderful work ‘The Windhover’  has echoed around my brain 
these past few weeks as the seasons have changed. I know how he 
felt when he ‘caught, this morning, Morning’s Minion, Kingdom of 
daylights Dauphin, dapple-dawn-drawn Falcon’ – for I am the 
recipient of regular visits from a Peregrine. The first warning sign 
of his presence  is the jump-jet style take-off of the squadron of 
pigeons who also live in my garden for the sole purpose of 
decimating the plants Or so it seems. All except the Jalapeno Chillis
- they don’t like those. 
 By then it is usually too late for the Tail-end Charlie. The impact of 
a talon-felled pigeon on the grass is felt in the bones rather than 
heard with your ears. I made the mistake of going out to see what 
the fuss was about the first time. Perry puffed himself up over his 
pray and screamed abuse at me.  I retreated and emerged only when 
he had wiped his beak and departed to his perch in the Beech tree. 
Left behind for me to clean up was an exquisitely dissected corpse. 
A perfect ring of feathers circling the body. Nothing wasted. I have 
just disposed of his 6th victim. I am thinking of recommending him 
to the forensics team at CSI. 
Perry ignores the family of wild rabbits who come out to dine on 
the variegated leaves and long grass every tea-time. He also ignores 
a squirrel,  feasting on the discards from my neighbour’s Hazelnut 
tree on the long driveway. He does not bully the smaller birds 
feeding at the bird table. Unlike foxes, who seem to be more 
random and wanton in the murder of  the neighbourhood chickens, 
Perry takes from the land only what he needs to survive. He does so 
with minimal impact to the environment and does not toy with his 
food like cats or torture his opponent as humans do.  
Perry’s beauty in flight over the Henge in the early morning light is 
breath-taking. His acrobatic, graceful arcs through ‘ footless halls of 
air’ make me wonder if he too puts out a wing and touches the face 
of God, as John Gillespie MacGee once imagined. I’d certainly like 
to think so. 
As the days shorten and our time outdoors is curtailed by winter 
perhaps we should take time to stop and look and listen to the 
creatures that share our planet. Perhaps even learn from  The 
Windhover, supposedly worth less than human beings, yet who  
only uses what is needed , and  does not hoard or steal or lie for 
gain.

Headlines from the Parish Council’s meeting on 6 

September 2011  
Membership:  We welcomed a new member to the Parish Council, 

Karyn Pearson, and we decided to co-opt Keith Howell who will join 
us in October.  

Recent planning applications:  We have supported applications for 
tree works or fellings at Ashcroft in the High Street and at Bannings 
Yard, Little Acre/Westbrook and Westbrook Farm in Bray Street.  We 
have supported applications subject to conditions for a house in South 
Street and the felling of a tree at Anvil Cottage, High Street.  We have 
objected to an application for a hoarding for the Waggon and Horses on 
the south side of the A4 opposite Silbury Hill car park. 

BBC filming at the Manor and contingency plan for visitor 
numbers:  We have contacted the National Trust and it is preparing a 
contingency plan to contain the possibility of a large increase in visitor 
demand following the screening of the programmes.  The Trust notes 
that ‘Treasure House’ is now likely to go out in November when visitor 
numbers tend to be low, fire regulations limit visitors to the Manor to a 
maximum of 180 people and the use of timed tickets is being actively 
considered.  We will be considering the Trust’s plan at our next 
meeting. 

Help for Heroes walk to Stonehenge: Sunday 25 September.  300 
people will be setting out from Avebury at 8:00am.  Those driving will 
park at Larkhill and then be bussed to Avebury. 

Avebury Rocks: We agreed to support a proposal that Avebury 
Rocks be repeated next year.  The sponsors aim to attract between 
1,200 and 1,500 people to the concert, compared with about 800 to 900 
this year, and it is proposed that it will be held on Saturday 7 July.  
Arrangements will otherwise be similar to this year’s, and it will be a 
ticketed event again. 

Ridgeway campervans: The Parish Council has had a meeting with 
Wiltshire Council and several meetings with the National Trust in the 
past two months to develop proposals.    

Great Stones Way: Since our last meeting, Friends of the Ridgeway 
has asked for our detailed comments on the terms of reference for the 
Environmental Impact Study they will be commissioning.  We have 
sent those in and we have also had a joint meeting with East Kennett 
Parish Meeting and Friends of the Ridgeway.  Please see our website 
for our comments. 

Cricket square in the Recreation Ground:  We agreed the Cricket 
Club’s proposal to re-build three wickets in the cricket square and 
install a permanent water supply, on the understanding that the 
sportsfield will continue to be a facility for use by the whole village.   

Bench in memory of Betty Hunter: It is likely a bench will be 
provided in the churchyard.

Report on  vist to Audley End 

A select group left Lockeridge and travelled to a Garden Centre near 
Bishops Stortford for a coffee and comfort stop.  We were welcomed at 
Audley End by a member of staff who gave a brief introduction to the 
Estate and all the things we would be able to see. 
I chose to go round the house first.  Audley End was built between 1604 
and 1614 on the site of a former Abbey and manor house by Thomas the 
first Earl of Suffolk.  When built it was three times the size we now see 
with a gate house and large courtyard where the front lawns swept down 
to the present day lake.  Charles bought the house and used it as a place 
to stay when he went to the races at Newmarket.  William III returned 
the house to the Audley family as he did not want to meet the cost of 
extensive repairs!! The first Baron Braybrooke added a suite of rooms 
designed by Robert Adam.  The House today reflects the time of the 
third Baron Braybrooke who inherited the house in 1825.  The furniture 
in the rooms all belong to the house and most rooms contain the original 
ceilings.  There is also a large natural history collection of birds and 
animals made by the fourth Baron Braybrooke in Victorian times. 
Outside there is a large parterre garden with traditional and a very 
colourful planting scheme also a large Victorian Walled Garden which 
has collections of rare old species of apple trees, and here the organic 
vegetables grown today are also old varieties.  Recently the old stable 
block has been restored and now houses three very friendly horses and a 
museum. 
There is a lot to see at Audley End and after a most enjoyable visit we 
climbed aboard the coach glad to sit down and rest our weary bodies.  In 
spite of it being Friday evening our driver knew how to avoid most of 
the M25 so we made good time home.

The A4 

The surface of the A4 is badly worn and parts do 
not meet standards for skid resistance, in the past it 
has been rebituminised and gritted – this is no 
longer possible.  A one kilometre stretch from The 
Bell pub heading East (towards Marlborough) will 
be completely removed and resurfaced.  
Tuesday 4th October to Thursday 6th October from 
7pm to 6am removal of old road surface.  Traffic 
lights will allow traffic to move both East and West. 
Monday 10th October to Thursday 13th October 
from 7pm to 6am relaying of new road surface will 
cause closure of the A4. 
Access to West Overton via Bell Lane and Church 
Hill will not be possible.  Diversions signs will be 
put up two weeks before and will also advise 
through traffic of the diverted route via Wroughton 
and Chisledon.  Roads off the A4, to East Kennett, 
Lockeridge, Clatford, will have signs stating ‘No 
Route for Diverted Traffic).
