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View from the Rectory 
When will there be a Harvest for the World? 
As we celebrate harvest through September and well into 

October in our churches and our schools we could do worse 
than remember that Harvest seen through the eyes of a child 
is simple. Children cut through the barriers of selfishness, 
fear, politics, and avarice to the heart of the issue - that of 
fairness. 

Working recently with a group of children I asked why 
they thought we celebrate harvest when so much of the world 
hungers. One little boy answered by saying ‘if we don’t feel 
thankful then we won’t share with others.’ Another child had 
a slightly different view saying ‘my mum says that dad 
doesn’t say thank you when she cooks dinner. She says she 
won’t cook dinner. Maybe God won’t give us food if we 
don’t say thank you and we don’t share.’ Another child said 
God wasn’t like that and he’d look after us anyway. When 
challenged she said that God ‘looked after the sparrows of 
the field and dressed them in white lilies ‘cos the bible says 
so’  I didn’t correct her. I thought she’d got it about right. 

All of the children were unanimous on the issue of 
fairness. The distribution and sharing out of goods in the 
world isn’t done in a fair way. Their solution? Lobbying 
government for reform, adults withholding taxes until a fairer 
system could be  implemented, individual families to make 
sacrifices in order to help feed those in need, stop wasting 
food, say thank you for what we have and those who feed us, 
and lastly JUST DO IT! Make it fair. 

 
In the eyes of these children the system ‘stank’ and they 

couldn’t understand why adults were apparently powerless to 
do something about it. They said it wasn’t enough to 
celebrate Harvest  and asked me what I was doing to see that 
people didn’t go hungry. I ask you that same question today. 
By all means celebrate and rejoice in the harvest safely in, 
the abundance, the richness of autumn, in the sharing and 
caring that this festival brings. But see this festival through 
the eyes of a child who says never mind the red tape, do what 
is right and asks what are you and I doing about those who 
have nothing. As Alice, aged 8, said  ‘Just get out there and 
do it….’ Share our harvest with others. Not just our 
abundance of food, but our joy, love, faith and hope for the 
planet we live on, and for all our children.

I have to do ten 
speeches from two advanced manuals - I chose 
Storytelling and Public Relations for my Advanced 
Communicator Bronze, but I doubt I shall achieve it this 
year.  

Toastmasters is an international, non-profitmaking 
organisation that will help you to overcome your fear of 
speaking, to gain confidence in your abilities and to learn 
leadership skills. 

Our educational programme has been developed over 
the past ninety years, and helped millions of people in 
over ninety different countries to take the floor with 
confidence.

Parish Forum to discuss the revised Great Stones Way project.

Everything then was enamel and not 
stainless steel as it is today and if any patients were bored they helped 
to roll bandages. Boracic powder was used for sores and baby powder 
for wounds. If you had an operation you would be in hospital for 
anything up to 15 days, nowadays you could be out in 3/4 hours. 
Oxford Doctors gave their services free of charge to the Savernake 
hospital for specialised work. If there was a storm hurricane lamps 
were lit. It all now sounds like something out of the dark ages. Jo 
brought along to show us some of the equipment used all those years 
ago also newspaper cuttings of how things were then. Jo was thanked 
for giving such an illuminating talk and after the raffle and tea and 
biscuits the meeting closed at 3.30pm.

The Theatre Royal Bath by Jane Tapley.      18th July 2011  
 

It seems that the Theatre Royal at Bath is a theatre with a history!  In our July 
meeting Jane Tapley gave us an extensive overview of this 200 year old 
institution which is apparently one of just five remaining Georgian provincial 
theatres in this country. 
Bath is England’s only World Heritage city, but it has more than beautiful 
buildings.  It has an important history as a spa city that from the late 18th century 
was frequented by the wealthy and famous.  As it was such a social centre, it soon 
acquired a theatre where the fashion-conscious could be seen and also could 
observe the celebrities of their day.   
Its importance is shown by the fact that when it opened in 1805 it was larger than 
either Drury Lane or Covent Garden.  Unfortunately the original building was 
destroyed by fire in 1868.  Unhindered by some of today’s regulations, the theatre 
was rebuilt within the year and it remains to this day.   
Jane  told us how it had been purchased by Jeremy Fry (yes, of the chocolate Fry 
family!) in 1979 and nurtured by him.  Due to very astute management, it runs 
without the aid of any grants and has even funded a recent refurbishment and 
quite recently a replacement of all of the seats. 
Jane has been with the Theatre Royal for many years and now acts as Events 
Manager.  This long relationship enabled her to present to us a fascinating series 
of slides covering several decades.  These illustrated some of the  shows and 
many of the changes over that period.  She was also able to give us “the inside 
story” on how the theatre runs and on plans to enable it to enjoy continuing 
success over the coming years.
