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I remember visiting South Africa the year after the ending of 
apartheid and the elections.  I was staying both with Africans 
in their townships and with European friends of ours in 
Johannesburg.  The stories were about long queues and black 
and white people standing for hours next to one another and 
sharing food that they had brought.  The first chance to vote 
in living memory for so many African people was a cause of 
great celebration and thanksgiving. 
 
At the same time, in Britain at least, we seem to have lost 
confidence in our politicians, and in the democratic process 
itself.  And here we are in the middle of an election.  Will 
you vote? And what will be the main things you take into 
account to decide how to vote if you do. 
 
It is always said that it is the economy that decides who wins 
elections and this campaign seems to be running true to form.  
However great thinkers have wanted to raise other questions 
about the nature of society and how we live together in 
community.  For instance Mahatma Ghandi said that a 
nation's greatness is measured by how it treats its weakest 
members, thinking especially of the young, our children, and 
our elderly and those who live on the margins of our society. 
 
Jesus too had strong words to say to those who abused power 
and economics for their own gain at the expense of others.  
These words were crafted by a belief that it is possible to 
shape a society with love in which justice and mercy lie side 
by side. 
 
It seems to me that it is worth asking all of us: 
 
What kind of world do I want? 
 
What kind of society in Britain do I want? 
 
What kind of world and society for our children and their 
children to be born into and grow up to be adult in do I 
want? 
 
What am I prepared to do to help make it more possible for 
this world to be brought to being? 
 
The Sunday after the election is Rogation Sunday in which 
we celebrate the land and those who work on it to feed us and 
shape it so that we can enjoy it.

We Need to Save Our Small 
Rural Schools 

            
The school in Lockeridge opened in 1875 and has been educating local 
families since then, so the ties of the school with the local community 
run deep. Some of the children who attend the school today have 
parents, and indeed grandparents who attended the school.  The school 
in Lockeridge is a land mark building within the community — not just 
because of its very visible position right in the centre of the village, but 
also its place in the life of the village. 
  
We believe it is really important for local children to have the 
opportunity to access high quality education near to their homes.  For 
Kennet Valley School the educational advantages for the children of a 
single site are great and there will be a lovely Hall (one of the original 
features of the Victorian School) for the children to use for PE, 
assemblies, worship and celebration times together. 
  
We are a small school, currently 66 children are on role, LEA 
predictions until 2015 top at 75. The proposed new school will have 
only 3 classrooms, a hall, staff accommodation and a room for the 
Bluebell Nursery. This is the maximum development possible on the 
site, there will be no room for mobile classrooms, and so we can never 
become a large school. 
  
Children are at the heart of our community, and their wellbeing is at the 
centre of the decisions we have made regarding the future of the school. 
This decision has not been taken lightly and follows a great deal of 
research and consultation with educational professionals. Our plans to 
refurbish and extend the school are cost and time effective and will 
create inspirational and modern learning environments, enabling high 
quality teaching and learning.  Not only will this create a wonderful 
school for the benefit of our children, but it will preserve our attractive 
Victorian School for the use it was designed in 1875. 
  
We recognize the issues of traffic and the collection and drop off of 
children at school are significant to Lockeridge residents.  We know 
that more than half our pupils will arrive at school by bus, taxi, foot and 
bicycle (as they told us so in a recent survey). We are in regular contact 
with Wiltshire Highway Authority and school travel specialists at 
Wiltshire Council and have taken guidance from them.  Given the 
dominance of the car in contemporary society, traffic issues affect 
almost every village.  There are effective practical examples of traffic 
management at other Wiltshire schools which we can also use in 
Lockeridge.  The staff and governing body are fully committed to using 
all methods available to ensure the safety of the children and to 
minimize disruption to residents during the short drop off and collection 
times, on week days, during term times. 
  
Planning proposals have now been submitted and will be available to 
view on the Wiltshire Planning portal. Information is also given on the 
school website: www.kennetvalleyschool.org.uk 
  
We believe the school is an important part of life in Lockeridge.  We 
will continue to hold open meetings on the last Wednesday of every 
month until planning is decided.  We welcome your attendance.

W. Overton on April 13th, Chiffchaff and Blackcap at 
Lockeridge April 11th.  At E. Kennett two pairs of 
Lapwing have been surveying the stubble fields near 
me for last 5 days (April 12th/16th) I hope they will 
decide to nest there and one Tree Sparrow has returned 
to my garden, also the Yallowhammers have returned. 
 
I'm told there is a good view of a Mute Swan nesting 
near the bridge at Manton.

Wild about the Valley  Kennet Valley School Formal Meeting on 
31st March 2010 

Q&A about effects of Traffic on Proposed 
Single Site School 

 
Where will taxis and buses park? -- They will drop off at the bus 

stop as they do now. With a one site school teachers will be 
available to escort pupils into the school. 

 
What is the number of cars that pick up and drop off and how 

children will get to school? --The Travel Plan was updated 
recently after a survey of pupils and parents. It shows of the 67 
pupils 9 will walk, 32 will arrive by car (either alone or in a 
car share), 17 by school bus and 9 by school taxi.  It is 
estimated that there will be 22 vehicles doing the quick 
picking up and dropping off at the start and end of the school 
day. This is an increase of 10 cars, as 12 already travel to 
Lockeridge daily. Organising before and after school clubs 
will spread out the density of traffic at any one time. We are 
also planning to have a ‘Nursery Drop Off’ on the playground 
after school starts, because nursery parents tend to be around 
for longer to settle in their children. 

 
Where will all the Staff and visitors park because there seems to 

be only 5 parking places on the plan? – There are 7 parking 
spaces on the plan So 3 teachers, 2 Nursery Staff, the 
Headteacher and admin officer will be able to park at the 
school. Others will be able to use the shared driveway scheme. 
The people who have offered wish to remain anonymous until 
Planning Permission is received. Currently only 2 staff 
members regularly park on the school premises and others in 
the road. 

 
How can we influence parents parking along the road? --With 

the help of ‘Safe Journeys to School’ we will run a ‘Park and 
Stride’ from the Pub. Wadworths have agreed to let us do this. 
Once we are on one site we will influence parents through 
education and make the most of all the help that is available 

 
 How will you make sure the children walking to school are safe? 

--With the help of Wiltshire Council, the Police, ‘Safe 
Journey’s to School’ and the Parish Council we will educate 
the parents and children. On one site there will be more 
opportunities to join in with ‘Walk to School’ initiatives as 
well as take the pupils for walks to the West Woods etc. We 
are also have plans to inform parents of children who travel 
independently if their child is late arriving at school, which 
will reassure parents who wish to encourage independence in 
their children.  

 
How do we know that this one site school will not become 

impossible like it is in Manton? -- Preshute School is over 3 
times the size of our school, it has over 200 pupils, and we 
have 67. Wiltshire County projections show a maximum of 75 
pupils over the next 5 years. Manton has problems all day 
everyday because very few of the houses have driveways, and 
therefore people park in the street all the time. Lockeridge 
only has a few houses that do not have a driveway. We might 
also consider a voluntary one way system at the school at the 
beginning and end of the day. Lockeridge School will not be 
able to grow to the size of Preshute because there will be no 
room to add any mobile classrooms once the school is 
extended. It will always remain a small rural school. 

How are you going to deal with people parking 
inconsiderately in Lockeridge? --We hope to deal 
with this through education and outside help (see 
answer to 5). The school could use a reward 
system for the pupils who encourage their parents 
to park at the Who’s A Thought it, for example. It 
is also a Wiltshire Highways issue, and if they feel 
we need more road markings it will need to be 
discussed. 

 
When are you going to have an independent Traffic 

Impact Assessment done? --We have been advised 
that in a school this size, both numbers and 
physical size, we are only required to do a Traffic 
Statement. But we are in regular contact with 
Wiltshire Highways and take their advice. 

 
Have you considered problems of access to 

Emergency Vehicles? --Both the police and fire 
brigade visited for our Heroes Week (the same as 
the parking demonstration) and neither considered 
it a problem. 

 
The Next Open Evening will be at 
Lockeridge on April 28th from 7 to 8 pm.

With lighter evenings coming in it will give us all more opportunity to be more active outside, 
which at youth club usually means rounders, football and lots of team sports - so if you would like 
to join us, please come on down and register with Emma, Amy, Vanessa or Carole.

We held a full Council meeting at the 
end of March: 
 
Sarah Watts, our new village 
policewoman, explained how she was 
trying to help the school in Lockeridge 
to sort out the traffic problems at pick-
up times. Also she has warned that 
thefts from West Woods car park and 
other “beauty spots” are back on the 
agenda now that Spring is coming;  
she says do not leave any valuables 
in the car at all (not even locked into 
the boot). Finally, we asked her to 
look at the Marlborough road closures 
plans, and consider their effect on the 
surrounding villages. 
 
We have received some “Equestrian 
Guidance” leaflets which give very 
useful tips on best practice within our 
Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty 
(AONB), and how to comply with 
regulations, planning etc.  We will do 
our best to circulate these 
appropriately, but let us know if you 
want a copy. 
 
Tree Preservation Orders (ie don’t cut 
them down!) have now been placed on 
the healthy trees in Overton Road and 
we have asked about a grant for 
planting new ones.  We are keen to 
preserve the avenue, and recently 
asked all owners to monitor the health 
of their trees. 
 
In response to our letter, Wilts Council 
are now resisting BT’s proposal to 
remove the service from the telephone 
box in W Overton:  we pointed out the 
lack of mobile coverage in the area in 
the event of an emergency, lost 
tourists etc. 

We reviewed our finances which 
remain healthy and no nasties have yet 
struck to alter our draft budget - which 
has kept the precept (parish rate) 
unchanged - to be adopted at the AGM 
in May. OUR AGM IS 24TH MAY   - 
all welcome. 
 
Unfortunately, Judy Brooks has had to 
resign and we are again looking for a 
W. Overton councillor  -  come on, W 
Overton, you don’t want to be bossed 
around by Lockeridge and Fyfield 
again, do you?! 
 
Since our meeting, we have attended 
another Marlborough Area Board 
meeting: they are going to underwrite 
a pilot film evening (in fact two) at St 
John’s, first showing “UP” for 
younger children on Friday 7th May, 
then on Friday 4th June showing “Alice 
in Wonderland” (the Tim Burton one) 
for teenagers.  So watch out for details 
which will be widely advertised. We 
immediately asked the Board to 
consider transport from the villages.  
The film idea is part of an exercise to 
fulfil a “wishes and dreams” youth 
survey recently carried out.  We 
agreed we looked to Marlborough to 
be the location for larger projects (like 
the skateboard project now up and 
running) but again said they must 
include transport plans to and fro the 
villages, especially for evening events.  
Finally, please remember the 
cardboard and plastic recycling 
times are being changed to 9.00am 
to 11.30am. Other details as 
previously published.
