Wiltshire Fire & Rescue Service is reminding peagibeut the
importance of getting chimneys swept after beifgddo seven
chimney fires since the beginning of August.

The recent chilly weather at night has led to maoyes having fire
lit much earlier in the year than normal - whiclm ¢ dangerous if thg
chimney has not been swept since the fire wasited.

The Service's advice is to ensure that chimneys/éard burning
fires are swept every three months when in ug@mufburn bituminous
coal, the chimney should be cleaned at least twice
a year, and at least once a year when burning N U,

smokeless coal. An annual clean is sufficient fc g ’
oil and gas fires. 2)

Other safety tips include:

Have the chimney properly swept — using a
vacuum cleaner alone is not sufficient.
Make sure your fire receives enough air to allow

the fuel to burn properly.

Only burn suitable fuels.

Do not overload the grate or appliance.

Maintain your appliance in accordance with the nfacturer’s
instructions.

Use a fire or spark guard to prevent accidentasfir

Inspect your chimney breast, particularly in thefrgpace. Make sure
that it is sound and that the sparks or fumes dagsape through
cracks or broken bricks.

Make sure you are not at risk from carbon monogpidisoning by
having appliances installed and serviced by conmpetiegineers. Fit a
carbon monoxide detector and never block air briekats or flues.
Extinguish the fire before going to bed or leavihg house.
