INFORMATION: The Chairman 
commented on recent Avebury Sacred Sites 
Forum (ASSF ) and the Solstice Wash Up 
meetings .She pointed out that there was 
deep concern over the use of Chinese 
Lanterns at Solstice. Farmers were 
unanimous in their concerns that the wire 
from these lanterns can end up in the food 
supply chain to the animals A tenant of the 
mobile home park complained about the 
lanterns as one had landed on her roof. 
Complaints had been received about the 
constant overnight drumming. Approx 
1500 people were at the Solstice for the 
sunrise and other celebrations. The large 
volume of litter was cleared up by the 
Guardians and National Trust Staff. 
Gordon Rimes felt that the Pagan 
Community had lost a lot of the control it 
had. The Police said that there was some 10 
or so vehicles towed away. Kirsty  from the 
Red Lion commented that it was a very 
boring Solstice and that the takings in the 
Pub where down.  She was concerned that 
there was a burglary in the pub and that 
knives had been taken. The Ambulance 
Crew felt that it was very low key. Carole 
Owen said that there had been no trouble at 
the Silbury Hill Car Park. Although 
concerns were raised about the lack of 

availability of Glebe Field for camping 
most people accepted that there wasn’t 
room for them and left, however, a 
minority were very angry about the lack of 
space. CORRESPONDENCE: A letter 
received by The Chairman from Linda 
Jenkins was read out and discussed. The 
Chairman also read out her reply and it was 
unanimously agreed that she should send 
her reply to Ms Jenkins. Following on from 
the letter from Ms Jenkins the Chairman 
asked for a vote of confidence in both the 
Chairman and the Clerk. This was 
unanimously given.  Mrs Gater offered to 
contribute £250 towards the cost of a new 
swing for the Avebury Trusloe Play Area.

 We rang for a Blessing of Marriage service on the 7th August 
and once again we thank John Mead from All Cannings and 
Kathryn and Andy Miller from Calne for joining us, this was 
also the first time that Adam Lomas has rung for a wedding 
and he coped very well. Our very best wishes go to the couple. 
The August Branch meeting was held at Broad Hinton on 14th 
and, with no Priest available, the service was led by David 
Davidge with the assistance of other Committee members. 
The first full peal on the 8 bells was successfully rung on 15th 
August. The peal of Grandsire Triples lasted for 2hours and 52 
minutes, with 5,040 changes, requiring intense concentration 
by the ringers. There is no music or visual aid for methods, 
everything has to be rung from memory. Three of the ringers, 
David Hacker, Derrick Bailey and Ken Webb rang in the first 
peal on the 6 new bells in 1982. The other ringers were Pauline 
Webb, Philip Bailey, two of his friends and a Guild member 
from Dorset. The peal was rung to mark the 60th  birthday of  
HRH Princess Anne and the 65th anniversary of VJ Day.  We 
have now had the first Quarter Peal and the first full Peal on 
the 8 bells, important landmarks in the history of the Avebury 
tower.

Last month we did ask you to make a note 
in your diary of the date of this year’s 
Cabbage Sunday– it’s on Sunday 
26th.September! 

You will recall that for 2010 we have 
opted to support ‘The Prospect Hospice’, in 
addition to our two usual charities – the 
‘Avebury & District Over 60s’ and ‘The 
Wiltshire Blind Association’.  The Over 
60’s have benefited from the proceeds of 
Cabbage Sunday since its inception some 
forty years ago - no one can quite remember 
exactly when Cabbage Sunday started at 
The New Inn, in Winterbourne Monkton – 
but they can recall the wonderful outings 
the Over 60’s members have enjoyed as a 
result of your generosity over the years.   

Our other long term beneficiary, the 
Wiltshire Blind Association, was 
established 90 years ago for servicemen 
blinded during the Great War  - or as most 
of us now refer to it as the First World War.  
With the year-on-year cuts in statutory 
services, the Association is increasingly the 
only port of call for those coming to terms 
with sight loss, often in later life. They now 
support over 1,800 registered blind and 
partially-sighted people throughout 

Wiltshire to live as full a life as possible.  
The Associations caseworkers provide 
regular one to one support and offer the 
registered blind and partially-sighted the 
opportunity to take specialist holidays, 
receive talking books and enjoy social 
activities such as darts and ten pin bowling. 

Last month’s Cabbage Sunday message 
brought you some information about the 
Prospect Hospice. What we didn’t say was 
that the scope of Prospects care is broader 
than you might expect: you will find them 
supporting patients in the purpose-built 
Hospice, in the Great Western Hospital, 
and more than ever in people's own homes. 
The care they provide is available to all 
who need it; care is given freely, and is 
supported by people who generously help to 
raise the £4.5 million the Hospice needs, to 
care for more than 16,000 patients each 
year. 

If you are familiar with Cabbage Sunday 
you will know that it is very much a ‘bring 
and buy’ auction, so start thinking how you 
can contribute to its success - make a cake; 
dig some potatoes; pick some damsons; 
bottle some wine; make up a ploughman’s 
lunch box; bring a plant from the 

greenhouse or unwanted toys from the attic 
– the opportunities are endless. 

If, on the other hand, you have never 
attended a Cabbage Sunday, please come 
along to The Wagon & Horses at 
Beckhampton on Sunday 26th September at 
12.00 noon to view the items to be sold 
from 1.00pm.

Parish Council 
Unfortunately, there has been another fatal accident on the A4361, 

this time by the layby at Winterbourne Monkton. This tragedy was 
followed the next day by a letter from Wiltshire Council advising the 
Parish Council that their appeal against the decision not to permit 
implementation of a speed reduction along the A4361 had not been 
successful. There is another avenue of appeal and this will be taken 
following the next Parish Council meeting in September. In the 
meantime, the only option available is to install white gates at the 
entrances to Winterbourne Monkton to raise driver awareness of the 
residential nature of the area and this is currently being investigated.  

Marlborough Area Board recently conducted a survey among 
young people across the area as to their wishes regarding social 
activities and access to them. Older students should have completed 
this survey, known as Dreams and Wishes, at school. Those under 11 
should have received a postcard, to complete, through their letterbox.

We are running a series of small articles by volunteers which explain what volunteering 
means to them.  The forth article is by Mike Polak from Avebury. 

 "There is nothing like taking part to make you feel a part of something. I have lived in 
Avebury for over 30 years and certainly feel well settled in the community, but volunteering 
in The Shop has made me feel a part of the village in a way that nothing has before. 

  There are so many satisfying aspects of being a volunteer: providing a service that local 
customers find valuable, meeting the local customers as well as visitors, sometimes 
exchanging a few brief cheerful words, sometimes having longer conversations, catching up 
with and discussing things that are going on in the area (or village gossip), working 
alongside fellow volunteers and getting to know them. 

 There are the winter quiet times, but working in the shop is often good fun. Such as the 
time when a villager had asked for carrots and the till marked it up as toilet rolls -to the 
hilarity of a group of local customers. Of course it was the till’s fault and not the 
volunteer’s. 

 However, The Shop is not just a social focus; it provides a great service for Avebury and 
beyond. The milk is excellent value, there is a good range of bread, the eggs are local, the 
frozen fish is delicious, the chocolate-covered marzipan is a permanent temptation, and the 
range of  edibles (and many inedibles) on sale is amazing for a such a small space. 

 As ever in Avebury we are partly beholden to an outside agency, in this case the National 
Trust that lets The Shop to the community. The success of the shop is partly the result of 
their support. Such cooperation between the National Trust and the village has not been a 
regular feature of the past 30 or even 50 years in Avebury. Long may it continue!"

They stay with this family for 12 - 14 
months and start their classes at 4 months where they are taken 
on buses, trains and go to supermarkets, etc.  The families take 
on these dogs on a voluntary basis which only costs their 
time.  The charity  has to fund vets bills, food, etc.  The charity 
receives no funding from the Government and relies on 
donations from the public.  There are companies and families 
who sponsor the training of guide dogs, in fact, Joy was 
sponsored by a family.  The cost is around £5,000.  At 14 
months the dogs are sent to be trained as a guide dog.  There are, 
however, about 25% that do not make the grade.  It is only at 
this stage that they are taught to wear the yellow harness.  Alan 
and Shirley had never had a dog before and so they were trained 
as well.  Alan has never had any problems with Joy since he got 
her.  She takes him everywhere, to the Doctors, chemist without 
any problem.  She has given him back his freedom, 
mobility, confidence and companionship.  There are 20 guide 
dogs in Swindon and the cost for them is about £73,000 a year, 
so funds are always required. Collections for guide dog week 
begins at the beginning of October and there will be a concert in 
Swindon on the 24 October and it is hope that as many as 
possible will attend.  Alan and Shirley were thanked for their 
very interesting talk and I personally could have listened to them 
for hours. 

 After the usually raffle, tea and biscuits the meeting ended at 
4pm.  

Wild about the valley 
On July 29th I did a count of the 18 Swifts at East Kennett and 

the next day they were all gone. A couple of days later a count of 
60+ Swallows and House Martins on the electric wires and a few 
days later they nearly all disappeared.  A few are still around 
from a late hatch but this is a sign of some bad weather coming 
in and insect numbers will be down. Usually it will be the end of 
September or beginning of October before these will disappear. 

A Red Kite has been seen over East Kennett three times in the 
last month. 

Barn Owl, Tawny Owl and Kestrel numbers seem to be down. 
Is this the result of the snow last winter when food was hard to 
find? 

A Hobby at Shaw Farm chasing insects or maybe bats early 
evening was seen on August 19th. A Grey Wagtail was seen at 
the same location the same day. 

A lot of Adonis butterflies are reported in a meadow at West 
Overton.

Speed Check 
The police speed check requested by the 
Parish council took place in April/May. It 
showed that almost 5000 vehicles drove 
through Lockeridge in a week. Only 15% 
were above the statutory 30mph and most of 
these were below 35mph so below the 
prosecution speed.  
We were interested to know these statistics, 
but as a Parish council we still believe that 
30mph is not an appropriate speed for a 
small rural village, especially one with a 
primary school, nursery and a pub. 
 
Lockeridge Traffic Group 
This has met twice recently to continue to 
tackle the traffic problems in Lockeridge. 
The group want to work closely with the 
Kennet Valley School in traffic calming 
issues, and the development of a Traffic Plan 
for the single site school.  
They would like to be involved in the 
‘Cycling to School Initiative’, to encouraged 
older pupils to ride their bikes to school. 
The ‘20 is plenty’ initiative continues, and 
residents will be encouraged to buy stickers 
and make their Wheelie Bins into mobile 
chicanes once a fortnight. 
Residents want to continue the ‘Mental 
Speed Bumps’, by inhabiting their village 
and organising social events at the Dene. If 
you want to know more contact Neil 
Goodwin (neil@ngonline.co.uk).

Camera Safety Unit 
Funding at Wiltshire Council has been cut so 
severely that it can no longer support the 
CSU and it is to be closed. Police will 
continue to monitor and enforce speed limits 
 
Traffic in Marlborough 
The work on Pewsey Road Bridge has 
caused chaos in Marlborough and caused 
loss of business for many shops especially 
small traders. 
Why is it taking so long? 
The major problem is that there is very little 
room on either side for work to be carried 
out, slowing the process down. Add to this 
the lack of cooperation by the Utilities, and it 
may not be finished until after Christmas. 
It has been proposed that a temporary 
surface be put on the bridge so the Mop can 
take place. 
But what are the other options! 
1. Continue with the temporary surface 
until after Christmas. 

2. Put pressure on the Utilities to do their 
part of the work immediately. 

3. Reverse the one way system from the 
high Street into the Waitrose Car Park. 

4. Put temporary traffic lights at the 
George Lane/Salisbury Hill roundabout. 
Put a temporary Park and Ride in place. 

This is not rocket science, just plain 
old common sense 
 

20mph Speed Limits 
There is a pilot scheme to test 20 mph 
restrictions in Limpley Stoke – you can 
check their village website if you are 
interested.  

 
‘Limpley Stoke is to become the first village 
in Wiltshire to trial a 20mph traffic calming 
scheme, as part of an experiment involving 
six locations in the county. The trial will last 
for 12 to 18 months and, assuming it is 
successful, should glide seamlessly into a 
permanent arrangement.  
Implementation will be slower than 
previously promised. Details will be 
confirmed between the Parish Council and 
Wiltshire Highways in July/August, with the 
trial coming into effect around October or 
November this year.’ 
We think Lockeridge should be a candidate 
for piloting in this part of Wilts, with our 
experience of traffic calming and mental 
speed bumps. 
 
Sudden Oak Death 
There is concern over a number of oaks in 
the Parish which are looking very ill after the 
long, hot, dry summer. We have contacted 
the Wiltshire Landscape Officer for advice.

Already, we have prosecuted a motorcyclist travelling at  
83mph in the Yatesbury area and have reported another for 
speeding offences in Oare.

Another issue that will be addressed is that of illegal number 
plates. If bikes are displaying illegal plates and are caught, the 
riders will be prosecuted.

In 2009 the Riders and Striders were given £48,000 
by their sponsors for visiting town and country parish 
churches in Wiltshire and the Cathedral on the second 
Saturday in September.  The warm dry weather 
encouraged nearly 400 to participate, from 5 year olds 
to several octogenarians, and those whose efforts 
were the best were congratulated by the Lord 
Lieutenant at the prize-giving evening in November.  
Half the money raised was returned to the parishes to 
be put towards the costs of their own maintenance 
projects, and £30,000 which includes the reclaimed 
tax of £9,000 from the gift aid scheme goes to the 
Wiltshire Historic Churches Trust.  This will be given 
over the next year to parishes applying for grants to 
help with the cost of repairs to their church building. 

 
“Lord Brooke Cup for the Best All Round Parish” 

 
This year’s Ride and Stride takes place on 

Saturday 11 September and as usual there will be 
prizes for those visiting most churches and for raising 
the most money, but this year for the first time there is a 
cup to be won kindly donated by Lord Brooke of Sutton 
Mandeville, president of the Friends of Wiltshire Churches.  
The Cup will be awarded to the parish with the best score 
calculated by multiplying the number of participants by the 
amount raised.  So the more riders and striders you can get 
to join in the better chance you have of winning the Cup 
and the special award of £500 for your parish repairs 
and maintenance. 

Participants should look for supporters who will sponsor 
them for each church visited.  Anyone may take part, 
whether a church member or not.  Most will be riding bikes 
– but others may be striding or pony trekking.  Should you 
be in a country parish, you might like to work out a walking 
route between churches in a local area using footpaths and 
bridleways which might encourage more people to join in. 

The prizes for the best achievements will be given at an 
awards ceremony in Devizes on Friday 19 November to 
which the winners are invited to bring family and friends 
and their parish organiser.
