Formal Launch This is to hopefully be incorporated into the Heritage Exhibition Open Day provisionally booked for April 4th. Film Evening Programme a reasonable turnout for The Duchess.  The next 2 films are The Boy in The Striped Pyjamas, Feb 15th & Morris – A Life with Bells, March 15th.  Committee Meeting held on 13th Jan.  Mrs E Lovell elected to Committee as representative for the Youth Club and Mrs C Coleman as a Community Member.  A new piano has been donated and installed; the old piano has been re-homed.
· K V School – No report.

· One Council  Marlborough Area Board (pilot)– MS
· MS attended the Pilot Area Board meeting held on16th Dec. 
· For the next meeting, on Tuesday 27th January, we have been asked to agree the draft handbook/rule book and MS produced relevant excerpts for consideration. MS requires a mandate to give a view on membership of the Board, and voting rights and procedures. It was agreed she should support the voting procedure as minuted at the last MPAB meeting; also that membership should not be expanded, e.g. for young people (CAYPIG), where it would be more appropriate that they attend MCASP/ MAP or equivalent.  

· MS had questioned the proposed name of our Electoral Division by circulating all fellow Parish Councils. Also proposed to query the amount of correspondence we are being copied into.

· The speeding traffic project (handed to the police and Peter Hanson) has no further progress, [Cnty Cllr Chris Humphries joined the discussion about speeding traffic].  A private individual in Aldbourne owns a speed indicator but the legality is still in question. It was agreed that MS would request involvement in any working group set up to consider speeding problems on the A4.

TB outlined our response, which focused on what was in the best interest of our Parish and asked the PCT to look at the wider picture. 

57.  TRAFFIC/ROAD SAFETY/POLICE – JW reported that: 

· Ivy Lane still remains in a sorry state. 
· White Barn still having problems with runoff from driveway SR agreed to write letter.

· Traffic Calming in Lockeridge- Problem reported as to visibility of signs on new Gates coming into Lockeridge from A4. JW arranged for the signs to be swapped which has now been done.  Various forms of decorating were done in the village in the name of traffic calming and the Traffic Calming Committee met on The Green for Mulled Wine the Sunday before Christmas, they are hoping to make this an annual event.
· Questionnaire completed about Policing in our Villages, JW reported very happy to have PC Bayliss as a presence and help. 

· WCC Speed Limit Safety Document Re Upper Tier A and B roads. It states: 50 mph -- Lower quality strategic roads with relatively high number of bends, junctions and access. 40 mph – Where there is a high number of bends, junctions or accesses, substantial development, when there is strong environmental or landscape reasons or where the road is used by a considerable number of vulnerable road users. (e.g. bikes and horse riders?).  JW agreed to follow this up, as it would seem appropriate to the A4.

58. RIGHTS OF WAY – PB reported that:

· Footpath 42 in West Overton, weed growth very small – no further action.

· Clatford Hall Drive (Byway Preshute 30)– visual check on gate made, WCC advice is to use the larger gate beside the smaller one.

· Fyfield 11 footpath  – first section now open from Lockeridge Lane northwards to the T-junction with the bridleway from Spring Cottage to Clatford Hall.  The pathway route has been slightly changed, Esther Daly investigating.

· Fyfield 23 bridleway – Esther investigated reports of surface being slippery and stepped, she considered it to be in a satisfactory state given current weather conditions.

· Fyfield 18 bridleway – WCC to deal with tree blocking bridleway near the sewage works.
· Fly Tipping – SR reported an incident at the top of West Woods, which was reported to Michael Bayliss and swiftly dealt with. 
· The Itching - It was reported there had been dog fouling [Cnty Cllr Humphries explained that regulations do apply].
