FYFIELD AND WEST OVERTON PARISH COUNCIL 2 – 10/11
Minutes of the PARISH COUNCIL MEETING held on the 26th July 2010 at 7.00pm in the Kennet Valley Hall.

Present: Cllr M Spender (Chrm), Cllr S Rogers, Cllr J Woodget, Cllr J Janes, Cllr P Burrowbridge, Cllr J Harding, Cllr R Richards, Cllr R Scriven.  

Apologies: Cllr T Butler and Cllr L Backhouse, Unitary Cllr J Milton & PC Sarah Watts. 
In attendance:  Mrs S Roberts (Clerk) and Mrs Tracey Mercer.

MS thanked Dr Sue Rogers for her time as Chairman of the PC and presented her with a lucky Peony on behalf of all the Councillors.  

15. Michael Edmonds – MAVCAP: A brief presentation of the workings and aims of MAVCAP was followed by a discussion regarding the recent letter sent to all PC’s from Aldbourne PC who were unhappy with both the MAB and The Area Partnership.  He wished to point out that unlike ourselves who have regularly attended meetings of both MAVCAP and MAB, Aldbourne had only ever attended the last meeting.  He acknowledged the problems within MAB, namely that there was currently no manager, most discussions had been about speeding, no real issues had been discussed, there had been no input from the Area Partnership and attendance was only at 44%.  Finally he thanked us for our good support.    

DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS:  Cllr Randal Richards declared a prejudicial interest in item 19 – Planning Application E/10/0894/TCA.

16. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING:  The minutes were approved and signed, SR proposed, JW seconded.
17. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

Committees – MS thanked JH & JW for their past work as Chairs of their respective committees. MS requested assistance for PB with ROW, it was agreed that this should be in the form of 1 Councillor from each village (JJ, SR & RR).  JW agreed to take over as Village Rep for Lockeridge.

18. CO-OPTION :

MS proposed and SR seconded that Tracey Mercer be co-opted onto the Council. All present agreed, and she joined the meeting.  

19. PLANNING APPLICATION: 7.30pm

Cllr Randal Richards left the meeting.

Planning Application E/10/0894/TCA – West View Cottage, Lockeridge, SN8 4EQ – Fell 4-5 stems of a mature Beech hedge, grinding stumps to a depth of 1ft leaving remainder of roots in place.

PB presented the application.  The Councillors reviewed the application and agreed unanimously to No Objections, no comments.

JW & TB attended the CPRE AGM, there was a fascinating short talk by Colin Johns, formerly Head of Conservation at Wiltshire County Council.  In 15 minutes and 30 slides he took us through 130 years of building conservation history, from the first Ancient Monuments Act to current government policy, with a detour to France and Greece.  His key practical message to us was to make sure that in our local areas we have a framework plan which sets out what we value, against which we (and others) can then measure proposed new development - such as our village design statement.

Outline development plans for the current field were very briefly discussed but final instructions have not yet been given to Smith Gore - Jason Lewis will come back to us after speaking again to Michael Maude. 

The rotted wood on the KVH Bike Trail is to be replaced shortly. 

The Clerk asked if whilst the PAC were considering an open notice board for outside the school in Lockeridge could they also look at the possibility of placing one in the bus shelter in West Overton.  Action PAC

23. VILLAGE AMENITIES – TB

The committee has not met since the last PC Meeting.

The bins at both Fyfield Bus Shelter and Knights Close Play Area are now being emptied regularly.

 We have been notified of vehicles being parked long term on the Ridgeway opposite the Sanctuary.  According to WC they are not parked on the proper path (there is a mistake on the definitive map).  The land belongs to the NT.  PB to contact Jemima Milton and Sara Symmonds.  Action PB.  Issue to be put on the agenda for the next planning Meeting.  Action Clerk

24. TRAFFIC/ROAD SAFETY/POLICE – RS

Since the AGM the Traffic Committee has met; the agenda included discussion of the Lockeridge Traffic Group and the proposal for RS as representative of the Traffic Committee to liaise with the School, the LTG and the PC.  This was welcomed by the School and the LTG.  The LTG has also had a meeting.

There are no plans to take any further action regarding creating a footpath opposite Dene Farm – an idea floated by Highways.

A report was received from Sarah Watts; with metro count data, of the speed check carried out between 30th April and 7th May 2010 in Lockeridge which all are welcome to view.  There were nearly 5,000 movements recorded in one week. It was decided not to ask for a re-check (the site chosen had vehicles parked there that day) since the results could not justify it.

The PC are keen to push for a 20mph speed limit in Lockeridge, MS to ask Jemima Milton what the current policy is on this.  Action MS

The possibility of reducing the speed limit between Lockeridge and Fyfield was discussed, we had been advised that it was not possible due to the distance between the two villages.  RS to check the distance between the two villages, Peter Hanson may be able to assist.  Action RS 

 '20 Is Plenty' signs for villagers’ wheelie bins are being progressed.

25. EMERGENCY RESPONSE – JJ

CEV meeting to be arranged for next month for team and walkie talkie update.
JJ to attend a CEV training evening in September at County Hall.  Action JJ
Clerk passed details of Community Defibrillators to JJ, to be reported back on for next PC Meeting.  Action JJ
