DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS:  None

30. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING:  The minutes were approved unanimously and signed.
31. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

A reminder was made of the date of the Harvest Supper to be held at KVH on 6th November and also the next Film Evening on October 17th, Ghost.

The pre-planning document was reviewed at the last planning meeting, councillors are requested to add this to their planning packs.  Action All

The question was raised ‘when would be able to comment on the draft policy of the Local Plan.  JM commented that the main consultation had been at strategic level and they were now awaiting guidance from the Government.

A meeting is to be arranged in November by JM to discuss areas of concern such as Consultations, notifications of planning decisions, Health Forums, village gates etc. 

The Oak tree outside Lockeridge House had been dying off due to the dry summer.  The Chestnut trees on the avenue are recovering, JW to do a follow up letter to the tree owners.  Action JW.

The consultation for Parking Charges, we unfortunately missed the deadline.

Wheelchair Trail in West Woods – PB is going to refer to the Landscape Group who will then hopefully apply for a grant from  MAB.  Action PB
The issues of both Fyfield 11 and travellers parked on the Ridgeway are to be looked at by Adrian Hampton who is taking over from Peter Hanson.  He will arrange a meeting with RS & PB to discuss, hopefully also to include PC Sarah Watts and JM.   

All other matters arising are covered under the headings below.

32. REPORTS FROM OTHER BODIES:

Marlborough Area Board - MS

No report but Clerk was asked to circulate information regarding Savernake Hospital and also Film 

Evenings and JW to put onto UKN.  Action Clerk and JW

Val Compton is to set up a Health Forum, it was agreed that the PC should have a Health Representative, TM agreed to act as this.

MS thanked TB for his well-considered response to the GWH Consultation.

Councillors were requested to think about issues they would like to be discussed with other PC’s at the meeting to be held by JM in November.  Action All

JM reminded us that there was still plenty of funding available for projects.

33. PLANNING – RR

The next Planning Meeting is to be held on Monday 18th October at 7pm at West Overton Church.

The hole in the hedge outside Meadow Cottages is being investigated further by WC Enforcement, Clerk to report back progress at next Planning Meeting.  Action Clerk 

A meeting has now been set up with Mike Wilmott (WC Planning) to discuss pre-planning advice and other planning related issues on November 12th.  RR & Clerk to attend.

JW attended the AONB forum, report to be circulated to all Councillors.  Action JW

34. PARISH ASSETS – PB

The committee asked about the possibility of building up a contingency fund for the future replacement of the village play surfaces, unfortunately this is not permitted.

We have been advised by Jason Lewis form Smiths Gore to continue using the West Overton football field for now as no firm instructions have yet been received.

The rotten wood on the BMX Trail at KVH has now been replaced.

It was agreed that RR would now do the checking of KVH play area instead of JH as he was already carrying out regular checks on behalf of KVH.  Action RR 

The PAC are now to deal with the replacement of the Lockeridge gate and to liaise with RS.  Once ordered, the gates are to be added to the Insurance Policy and the Asset Register.  Action Clerk
Baydon and Upavon PCs both own and insure their gates. Ownership of the village gates with the PC should be brought to the attention of Jemima and the issue clarified to ensure consistency throughout the area.

It was suggested that we could consider asking MAB to fund half the cost of the replacement gate.  Action PB 

JH proposed that the Lockeridge gates be painted white for improved visibility. Small reflector lights and /or reflective white paint at corners were also suggested.  PAC to consider at next meeting.  Action PAC

35. VILLAGE AMENITIES – TB

The VAC is to discuss allotments, draft Wiltshire Local Transport Plan and ‘how do we find out what services really matter to people in our Villages?’ at their next meeting.  MS asked if a consultation method for major capital expenditure could be included, to look at the possibility of a Post Point in the villages and the use of the Public Houses as a hub for village services. 36. TRAFFIC/ROAD SAFETY/POLICE – RS

The Traffic Committee have put together a submission to Wiltshire Council for them to consider reducing the speed limit along the Fyfield section of the A4.  Copy of email to be forwarded to JM.  Action RS
A report is currently being put together for the stretch of road from Lockeridge to Upper Fyfield for consideration of a speed reduction.  Adrian Hampton to be contacted and MS to sort out data.  Action RS & MS.

It was noted that WC are currently doing 20mph trials in Limpley Stoke, RS to ask Adrian Hampton for Lockeridge to be considered for a 20mph speed limit.  Action RS.
Ivy Lane is due to be re-treaded, we are due to find out when soon.  In the meantime a letter to be written to WC highlighting the dangers for cyclists etc using the lane.  Action RS (NB now agreed by WC  - no action necessary)

RS attended the Marlborough Community Area Transport Group local transport plan workshop.  This was chaired by Chris Humphries and was more of a discussion group than an actual workshop.  We were the only PC who attended.

The Finance Committee met on 4th October 2010 at 7.30 pm at 5 Peacock, West Overton.

The cashflow is looking healthy with funds in reserve set to exceed that of last year.  A saving of around £1,600 on the budgeted figures is expected and as a result it was requested by the FC that the PAC should not only carry out the repairs to the fencing and climbing frame ladder at Fyfield play area (within the maintenance budget) but also that a sum of £150 be allocated for notice-boards in West Overton and Lockeridge bus shelters and one outside the school in Lockeridge.  There was also the cost of a Gate replacement to be considered (one quote so far at £180 plus VAT). The extra expenditure was agreed by the PC as long as the cost for the gate and notice boards does not exceed £500.  SR proposed and JW seconded.      Action PAC
The Risk Assessment was reviewed for 2010/11 in the light of recent WALC advice, Indisposition of Clerk was added and it was agreed that the suggestion made by WALC for a Chairman’s Box be implemented. Action Clerk
The Annual Return has been returned with no adverse comments, only a suggestion that cash payments should be avoided if possible.  Clerk to display a copy of Annual Return on the notice-boards for 14 days. Action Clerk 

Donation requests have been received from Age UK Wiltshire and Greatwood, email to be sent to both requesting further information relating to our Parish.  Action Clerk 

The Asset Register for 2010/11 was received from PAC and reviewed.  The Lockeridge Gates will need to be added once we have received the costs from PAC.  The Finance Committee called for funding requests for the next financial year.  PAC have already produced a list of possible expenditure, to be reviewed at the next FC meeting.  Action FC
VAC to report back to FC with any requests once they have met in November.  Action VAC
Financial Regulations,   Financial Controls and Financial Timetable to be reviewed at the next finance meeting.  Action FC
