Consents:

K/53714/F consent for amended application for first floor rear extension at Lane Cottage, Lock with conditions on materials to be used.

Refusal

K/53779/F refusal for new farm house for management of Alpaca farm at Lockeridge Copse - reasons: That special justification is required for dwellings in countryside and AONB and the application is contrary to advice in Annexe A to Planning Policy Statement 7 for sustainable development in rural areas.  The business is unable to demonstrate an existing functional need or that financial tests set out are met.  Proposed dwelling would erode the openess of the area and have harmful impact on the landscape character and quality of the area and is thus contrary to Policy PD1, NR7&8 of local plan and advice from the Kennet Conservation Strategy. House design pays little regard to local character and form of buildings within the locality and access via bridleway 22 is unsuitable, both contrary to policy PD1 in the Local Plan.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: - MS declared and interest in application 1 as only household to be affected by this and did not attend the meeting.

APPLICATIONS

1. K/53964/F for installation of solar panels on rear (south facing) roof slope at The Taffrail, Lockeridge.  BR had visited the site and walked all the rights of way nearby, the section of roof was not visible from any vantage point even with no leaves on trees.  The committee had no objections but it was decided to mention that the proposal could not be seen from any public right of way.
2. K/54029/F for first floor extension to Park House, Clench Common.  AB had visited the site.  The extension is for a bedroom and bathroom over an existing garden room, the roof line will be an extension of the existing roof line, it was not thought that any neighbours would be affected.  The committee had no objections or comments to make.
