MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING were approved and signed.  Discussion about whether the minutes should be put on the UKN web site took place and it was decided not for the time being and that it should be discussed by the PC.

MATTERS ARISING: 
· Lockeridge Conservation Letter- has been delivered to all house in the conservation area, thanks to deliverers.

· Solar Panels – The Clerk has spoken to Peter Nobes, Environmental Manager in the Environmental Health department: there is no officer with overall remit to cover energy conservation matters in all departments where relevant policies may apply, the renewable energy action plan only involves Environmental Health and the Environmental Manager is not consulted by Planning on renewable energy applications as a rule.  He said in the AONB policies were that most solar water heating panels and wind turbines would be turned down, but felt that more liaison between departments on environmental issues could take place.  The committee decided that the Clerk should draft an email to all our district and county Cllrs and Ted Howles cc to Peter Nobes suggesting more consultation between departments especially in view of KDC support of renewable energy bills going through Parliament see news release.

APPLICATIONS

1. K/53509/F application for erection of stable block with 5 stables, tack room, feed and bedding storage and grooming area at Forest Lodge, Lock has been withdrawn, a further application is expected after discussions between applicants and KDC.
2. K/53587/F application for rear extension, new garage and minor alterations at 61 Lockeridge:  BR had visited the site.  House is one of a pair of Meux estate houses within the conservation area.  The proposed extension is a continuation of the existing extension sideways to fill in a small gap between it and the neighbours.  To insert a new back door with dormer roof and new windows and internal demolition of 2 walls to create larger kitchen/living area.  It was noted no application for listed building consent has been received, but alterations are to what is referred to as “inconsequential rear extension” in the LB information attached.  The proposed garage to be sited to the side of the house and set back up the slope is to be placed on existing concrete plinth and built of brick to match existing with gable end with single door facing the road.  The committee had no objections to the proposed alterations to the extension, but commented that they hoped the conservation officer would be consulted on the types of windows and door to be used.  Whilst they agreed in principle, the committee objected 4 votes to 2, to the proposed garage due to lack of detail of the type and colour of construction materials to be used for the garage door, as it  will be seen from High Street within the curtiledge of a listed building within the conservation area, see Lockeridge Conservation Statement June 2003 page 9 “Problems and Eyesores” para 1 & 2.
AOB: - the clerk mentioned an article in “The Clerk” regarding a web based data base of Village Design Statements.  MS to read and come back to PC with thoughts.
