· Old Barn Rhyles Lane – MS has viewed the site from northern angles and taken photos. ML129 K/547252/F consent for retention of shed/stable at the Cottage WO with conditions that it is to be used solely for purposes incidental to the enjoyment of the dwelling house, that within 1 month it be stained dark brown and that details of for the collection and disposal of manure from the site be submitted and approved by KDC including siting of manure, how it will be contained, frequency of disposal etc in the interests of neighbouring residents.

ML 141 K/54917/TR2 consent for works to hornbeam trees and felling of beech tree at the Haven, Lock

APPLICATIONS:

1. DELEGATED POWERS: ML 116 K/55035/LBC listed building consent to repair ledger slab tombs at St Nicholas Church FF, no objections had been received, Clerk dealt with it accordingly.

2.  K/55030/F to demolish existing extension, erect new 2 storey extension and conservatory, and minor internal alterations at Greywethers, WO: PO visited the site on N side of A4, a detached property well hidden by trees and hedging.  The extension on rear of house will not impact on any neighbours or views from RoW as the profile does not extend beyond the existing one.  Likewise the conservatory on W elevation is hidden from all aspects.  The committee had no objections but commented after a vote (6 for, 1 against 1 abstention) that they would like the landscaping to the site to continue in some form or other.
3. K/55088/F application to erect a satellite dish in connection with the installation and commissioning of communal aerial systems to provide satellite and terrestrial television and radio reception at Rebbecks Meadow Lock: PB visited the site and noted that it is not within the Conservation area.  The proposed dish is 77cm diam, and should not be noticeable from the road. The committee wondered why permission was needed.  There is already a tall communal mast.  The committee had no objections or comments, but MS will ring the Officer to ask if he is aware that there are 4 standard black dishes on dwellings in Rebecks Meadow already, also if the new dish will mean the mast can be dismantled, and enquire about regulations regarding other Sarsen housing within the vicinity but are within the conservation area. 4. K/54974/F amended application for new dining room and glazed entrance hall to replace conservatory link.  Utility room to be extended and first floor bathroom over at The Stables, Fyfield:  amendments in addition to the original application are: to increase the utility by 750mm, to increase part of the roof  ridge height and to add a velux window to the second bedroom.  LB and JH had studied the amendments and the committee agreed that they had no objections or comments to make.

FUTURE APPLICATIONS: K/55133/F application for vehicular access to highway ( Lock to FF road)  from paddock south of  The Firs, Fyfield –  JH will look at this and MS will arrange, if necessary, a meeting while the clerk is away.
