 ML 175  Let re provisional tree order at the Old School House, Lock saying KDC has confirmed the order on 16th Oct.  Aggrieved parties have 6 weeks to challenge this in the High Court (1.12.06) 

 ML 196  Let from Simon Turner re deseased apple tree at 62 Lockeridge, being removed in next 5 days on condition it is replaced in the next growing season.

PO declared a non-pecuniary interest in application  K/55360/F.  He presented the details of the application to the committee but took no further part in the discussion or vote.
1. DELEGATED POWERS:  K/45764/VAR  variation of condition 3 – to enable the erection of rear utility rooms to rear of staff accommodation at  Lockeridge Old Dairy Farm.

2.  DEALT WITH AT P C MEETING: K/55189/F minor amendments to K/54100/F – No objections or comments and K/55133/F – see PC mins 3-60/07 – It is understood that this will not be determined until the matter of unauthorised use (see above) has been sorted.
3. K/55360/F application for 2 storey side extension at Pathway cottage, WO – PO visited the site, proposal is for a 2 storey side extension on E side of the property to give an additional 100 sq m to include an integral garage to replace the existing one. It will not be too tight on the E boundary along which is a public footpath.  The design and access statement was circulated and contained observations on the street scene.  Two copy letters from neighbours to KDC were also circulated, they both objected to the application.  MS observed that reservations to the application were covered by PD1 in the clause on scale, height, massing, density and residential amenity, these points are also covered in the VDS.  The layout access caused concern for road safety.  Members of the committee felt that the proposed extension was too big for the existing house and lacked character and would have an urbanising effect on the street scene and that a house with 5 bedrooms would generate more cars than the space allowed and would be parked on the narrow street causing obstruction.  The members felt that a smaller extension that was not so overbearing and improved the look of the existing house would be more acceptable.  A vote was taken, 7 members objected to the application with 2 abstentions.  The comments were:
· That the proposal was too big for the site (PD1 clause 2), particularly bearing in mind the approved extension to the adjoining property to the east.

· That the design was unimaginative – see Village Design Statement page 15 paras 4 & 5.

· Considering current traffic flows, a five bedroom house with such confined space may generate on street parking, exacerbating existing access difficulties for the adjoining and opposite properties.  The committee felt that WCC Highways should be consulted.

· It was felt that a smaller more sympathetic extension might be more acceptable.

· It was noted that the public footpath running along the eastern boundary of the property was not shown on the site plan.

· Clerk reminded the meeting of impending visit from Lenghsmen and asked for any jobs that needed doing.  It was noted that the path leading to the WO sports field is blocked by overgrown shrubs from neighbouring properties in Peacock. PO to contact owners.
