DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: - JW declared an interest in item 1 as she overlooks the property, and took no part in the discussion.  MS declared an interest in item 4, living next to the application site, and left the meeting when it was discussed.

APPLICATIONS

1. K/53714/F for first floor rear extension at Lane Cottage, Lockeridge.  The assigned officer had indicated that she had asked for amended plans as she was not happy with the proposed roof, but asked that we forward our comments on the plans as they stand.  BR visited the site.  There is no change to the front elevation, a second floor is to be added to the existing first floor extension at the rear with the roof creating a third gable which will fill a gap in the sky line.  It was thought that it would not impinge on the conservation area and was in a location where there is an existing jumble of roofs.  There were NO objections or comments, but the committee requested sight of the amended plans when available.
2. K/53799/F for extensions for garden room and rear utility room at Longmead, Lower Fyfield.  AB visited, the garden room extension is on the east elevation, with green oak, a tiled roof, rendering to match etc, the utility extension to the north elevation.  There were NO objections or comments.
3. K/53813/F for two storey side/rear extension, single storey front/rear extension at 5 Rhyls Cottage, Lockeridge.  BR visited the site, no 5 is one of a number of semis some of which are already extended.  The extension is to be to the west side, front and rear, of matching materials.  The committee had NO objections but commented that it was assumed that the amenity of the neighbour at no 6 would not be compromised.
4. K/53779/F for new farmhouse for the residential use and management of a proposed alpaca breeding farm on land by Lockeridge Copse.  BR visited the site and examined its planning history of which he gave a run down to the committee and read a letter from a neighbour who objected to the application.  The Clerk ran through the relevant planning policies to be considered the application.  The committee were concerned about the impact of the proposal on the AONB and that no sufficient case had been made to justify it and that it was in contravention of policy HC27. They objected unanimously to the proposal. The following comments were returned to KDC:  

The Fyfield and West Overton Parish Council planning committee unanimously objected to this application because:

· The proposal is contrary to the following policies in the Local Plan: HC24 points a) and b), HC27 para 2.43, NR6 and NR7.   

· The committee note that as the proposal is for a new enterprise to support the need for a farmhouse on this site and policy HC27 indicates that the application should be for temporary accommodation.

· This grassland site within the AONB makes a significant contribution to the landscape quality as it contrasts with the densely wooded background from a number of different aspects and that with its landscape designation all local policy (Wilts Structure Plan and NR7 of the local plan) and national guidance (PPG7) effectively give priority to the protection of the natural beauty of the landscape when development proposals are considered (see Appeal Decisions A& B: APP/E3905/A/03/1136610). With this in mind the committee do not feel that a sufficient case has been made to justify the significant impact of the proposed development on the landscape.

· The committee is concerned about precedent, especially as this is a relatively small plot to sustain a business and a large house.
