Minutes of the Fyfield and West Overton Planning Committee meeting held on the 4 Dec 06 at 6.45pm in the committee room of the Kennet Valley Hall.

APPLICATIONS:  

1. K/55360/F Full Planning Permission  for: amended plans for two storey side extension at: Pathway Cottage, West Overton.
 SR presented the plans and explained the amendments: lower ridge height and elevations.  The meeting was closed at 7.55 for members of the public to make comments and re-opened at 7.00pm.  Two copy letters of objection sent to KDC were received from neighbours. The committee noted that the footprint of the extension remained the same as did the number of extra rooms and it was agreed that the amendments did nothing to address their previous objections regarding the extension being too large for the size of plot, the number of bedroom leading to increase of cars, lack of parking, road safety etc.  The committee unanimously objected to the application and commented that; the amendment failed to address the points raised in objection to the previous plans, except for the minimal adjustment to roofline and front elevation (the rear elevation on the amended plan is not adjusted).  MS said she would inform Mr Kirkman (CPRE) of the continued objection to this application and the Clerk would also inform Dist Cllr BA of the same.

2. K/55486//F Full Planning Permission for: Extension to existing garage at: 1 The Grange, West Overton
.  SR presented the plans to the committee.  The meeting was closed at 7.15 for a member of the public to comment and re-opened at 7.20pm.  SR said that PO had visited the site (he was unable to attend the meeting), she explained that the extension would not be visible from the road and would not intrude on the street scene or behind, the proposed extension was to the rear of the existing garage and ran along the property boundary with a small gap between.  The committee had no objections in principle to the proposal, but were aware that there could be some problems with its location so close to the boundary, in particular the proximity of the neighbours’ long established holly tree, about which, it was understood, Will Harley (conservation Officer) has been contacted by the neighbour in question.


3. K/55582/F Full Planning Permission for: Conversion of garage into studio at: Lockeridge Down, Lockeridge.  BR visited the site and sent comments via the clerk that the basic ‘shell’ of the building would not change except for the roof would become all tile and its height raised by a metre (to allow insertion of a gallery), which would not impact on anyone as it was far back from the road, sited at the rear of the garden and close to the tennis court.  It was noted by the committee that there would be new windows facing the garden and the old privy would be replaced by indoor WC and shower.  The committee had no objections to the proposal but noted that it was within the curtilage of a listed building and hopes the conservation officer will continue to be involved to ensure that the proposals maintain the integrity of this outbuilding see HH8.  Also the committee assume the usual condition restricting its use to that of leisure activities ancillary to the main house will be applied.
