DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:   K/59896/LBC – MS declared a personal interest but did not consider it prejudicial. 

APPLICATIONS:

1. K/59896/LBC for:  Listed Building Consent for a first floor extension at West Overton House, Lockeridge.  MS read out a letter (ML 136) from SR who was unable to attend outlining the details of the application.   The committee considered the plans and agreed unanimously – no objections unless Conservation are not in agreement.     
2. K/59915/TR2 for:  Work to trees in a Conservation Area – The felling of a cherry tree and a pine tree in a front garden of the property at Field Fare, Lockeridge.  MS read out correspondence ML135 & ML136, and JW further explained  her site visit and concerns  over the impact on the streetscape if both trees were to be removed.  The committee voted  unanimously to  object to the felling of both trees due to the significant impact on the streetscape which is in a Conservation Area (policy HH5).
