DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:  None. 

APPLICATIONS:

1. E/09/0577/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for change of use from residential dwelling to a bed & breakfast at Ivy House Farm, Fyfield.  AB presented the plans which the committee considered and agreed unanimously to no objections subject to the condition related to parking raised by Highways in their recommendations. 

2. E/09/0631/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for replacement of existing fence with 1.8m palisade fencing at The Pump House, Fyfield.  JJ presented and it was noted that the Pump House is actually in West Overton next to the Old BT Building and not in Fyfield as stated on the application.  The committee considered the plans and also the sensitivity of the location, being at the entrance to the World Heritage Site.  It was agreed that Sarah Simmonds, WHS officer would need to be informed of the application and also Jemima Milton. The committee agreed unanimously to object with the following comments – This is an archaeologically sensitive site due to the proximity to the tumuli on Overton Hill and the route of the Roman Road.  It is in the WHS.  It is a visually sensitive site in an AONB.  There is lack of information regarding the materials and appearance of the fence. 
3. E/09/0643/LBC for: Listed Building Consent for conversion of roof space over garage to en-suite bathroom at Dene View, Lockeridge.  PB presented the plans, TB read out the listing and supporting documents. The committee considered the plans and agreed unanimously – No objections with the following comment – Our understanding is that it is to be vented to the rear (South East) and would like to see this as a condition. 

AOB: 

It was agreed that Louise Backhouse would act as Planning Chairman for the next meeting due in July, however as she would be away twice over this period it was agreed that should a meeting be required at these times TB would cover the first absence and SR the second.
