MATTERS ARISING:

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:  Dr Sue Rogers declared a prejudicial interest in application E/09/0631/FUL, The Overton Hill Telephone Repeater Station.  

APPLICATIONS:

1. E/09/0719/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for retention of open side log shelter at 49, Lockeridge.  PB presented the plans which the committee considered.  A member of the public spoke.  It was noted that LBC was not required, as it did not form part of the actual building. Policy HH8 was read out and the committee agreed unanimously to no objections. 

2. E/09/0717/LBC for: Listed Building Consent for erection of flue on rear south facing roof slope at 49 Lockeridge.  PB presented.  It was noted that the flue was not proposed to go on the listed part of the building. A member of the public spoke.  The committee agreed unanimously to no objections with the following comments:- We are very conscious of the possible cumulative impact of apparently modest additions to the conservation area street scene.  However given the nature and location of this addition we do not consider it will have a significant impact.  Observation – We note that access or maintenance would be difficult if the next-door neighbours at any point were to not give permission. 

3. E/09/0631/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for replacement of existing fence with 1.8m palisade fencing at Overton Hill Telephone Repeater Station, West Overton.  SR presented and then left the meeting.  The committee considered the plans and also the sensitivity of the location, being at the entrance to the World Heritage Site.  It was agreed that given the committee’s concerns Jemima Milton would need to be informed of the application.  The committee agreed unanimously to object with the following comments – This is an archaeologically sensitive site due to the proximity to the tumuli on Overton Hill and the route of the Roman Road.  It is in the WHS.  It is a visually sensitive site in an AONB.  There is lack of information regarding the materials and appearance of the fence.  The application fails to meet a number of relevant planning policies, in particular NR7.  We should also like to observe we have received numerous adverse comments regarding additions to the site, which are seen to be inappropriate.
