APPLICATIONS:

1. E/09/1146/LBC for: Listed Building Consent for removal of lean to greenhouse, replacement with single storey extension, conversion of bedroom into bathroom at Jays Cottage, Lockeridge.  PB presented the plans and read out the Listing which was grade 2 and also the conservation report which the committee considered.  A member of the public spoke. The committee agreed unanimously to no objections with the following comments:- We feel this application enhances the curtilage – policy HH8.  We would like to draw attention to the fact that a lantern light is involved:  is it subject to the recent ‘dark skies’ policies?

2. E/09/1145/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for removal of existing greenhouse and replacement with single storey extension, relocation of existing oil tank and shed at Jays Cottage, Lockeridge.  PB presented. A member of the public spoke.  The committee agreed unanimously to no objections with the following comments:- We feel this application enhances the curtilage – policy HH8.  We would like to draw attention to the fact that a lantern light is it subject to the recent ‘dark skies’ policies?

3. E/09/1299/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for erection of a 50m tower to enable scientific monitoring, erection of two containers.  Construction of associated access track at Westwoods, Lockeridge.  PB presented.  The committee considered the plans and also the sensitivity of the location, being very close to the Wansdyke.  .  The committee agreed unanimously to object with the following comments – It clearly does not meet policies NR3 & NR7 – see Kennet Landscape Assessment  under Savernake Plateau . Nor HH1 -   the application site is adjacent to the Wansdyke.  So far we have not had sufficient information on the scientific need with which to balance the adverse impact on this location.
        It was agreed that given the committee’s concerns Jemima Milton, CPRE, Will Harley and Simon Turner would need to be         informed of our Objection.
AOB: 

Planning Application E/09/1245/TCA, 1 Sunnyside, Lockeridge for felling to ground level of a copper beech tree in the garden of the property was reviewed by the Committee and it was agreed unanimously this could be dealt with under Delegated Powers.
