3 Kennet Valley School Planning Application.  WC have, we are happy to note, recommended a robust travel plan must be in place.  There is to be a meeting of the Traffic Committee at Ruths house on Thursday; at which a separate and independently run group  for Lockeridge will be discussed.   Full planning permission submitted on  1st July.  The school is awaiting some reports, there are no changes in light of design points made to date and case notes from Jemima Milton are pending.

APPLICATIONS:

1. E/10/0558/CAC  Conservation Area Consent for: Demolition of property to facilitate erection of new dwelling. Selkley House, Lockeridge, Marlborough, SN8 4EL.  

2.  E/10/0559/FUL Full Planning for Demolition of 'Selkley Cabin' and the construction of a replacement dwelling and erection of close board fence. Selkley House, SN8 4EL.

PB presented, No objections to these proposals but the Parish Council would wish the following aspects to be given attention

1 Repositioning of the new build and associated fencing immediately against the existing right of way along side together with the associated fencing (which appears to be over 2m in height) may create issues re the access to and safety of the right of way since it may become dark and narrow. Additionally the lack of visibility for cyclists exiting the right of way onto the road may need to be addressed.

2 Skylights and the end gable glazed pinnacle should incorporate blinds or some means of preventing light spillage at night is support of Dark Skies

3 The positioning of bins and oil tank adjacent to the road to be reviewed for compatibility with landscaping in the conservation area of Lockeridge

4 Additional trees to be planted to be pollarded in harmony with existing pollarded trees in the village.  New trees should not interfere with the visibility splay when exiting the new drive

5 Timber cladding to be compatible with being in a conservation area e.g. become silver in time.

6 Any solar panels that may be fitted in the future (as indicated on plans) should be non-reflective

7 In view of possible archaeological interest in the area the Archaeology Officer should made aware of the excavation work that may be needed.

3. E/10/0612/FUL Installation of photovoltaic array on grain store roof.  Manor Farm,  West Overton, Marlborough, SN8 4ER.  

SR presented, Additional information is needed regarding the reflectivity of the PV material to be used before the Parish Council can express proper views.  Neighbouring dwellings are in line of sight of some areas of the roof to be covered and there may be excessive reflection and glare experienced by the occupants unless suitable material is selected.  The Parish Council requests this specialist knowledge regarding the reflective properties be provided to it before opinions are given. 

4 .E/10/0627/FUL: Full Planning for Replacement dwelling and detached garage.  Resubmission of E/09/1448/FUL.  Rivermead House, Overton Road, Lockeridge, Marlborough, SN8 4EL.  

Presented by PB.  The Parish Council is appreciative of the efforts that have been made to make the design sit more comfortably with the existing buildings in the Kennet Valley; however there are still sufficiently major concerns that cause us to object to this proposal.

1 The use of a contemporary design is not a source of objection but the lack of information regarding the nature of the stone to be used and which thus may lead to materials foreign to existing stone dwellings and consequently the new house will appear very much as an interloper.  Additionally, the majority of Sarsen stone houses in the Valley generally occur combined with red brick which is often dentilated or occurs in quoins.

2 The seamed zinc roof is in no way in harmony with materials used elsewhere in the valley; it may also be reflective (at least initially before some oxidation takes place).  Reference is made to future installation of PV cells; reflectivity and glare may also be deleterious to the landscape in the absence of knowledge of a) material and b) location

3 The scale and massing of the proposed building seems to be far too large for the area occupied by the existing building (see below).

4 The landscaping and tree planting proposed (which we recognise as a worthy effort to enfold the proposed dwelling into the Kennet Valley) seems to indicate that the existing field/paddock alongside Rivermead House will be ultimately incorporated as its garden/orchard.  This implies a change of use for the field and seems not to have been applied for.

The site of the building, although outside the Lockeridge Conservation area, occupies a prominent place on the entrance to the village and is observable from the Downs to the North on the other side of the A4, as such it is felt that a design more sympathetic to the surroundings is needed.

5 .E/10/0663/FUL for: Full Planning for Demolition of side porch and garage.  Erection of single storey rear sunroom extension.  External chimney to accommodate a new woodburner flue.  Double length garage and proch / bay window alterations.  Bankside, Ryles Lane, Lockeridge, Marlborough, SN8 4ED.

Presented by PB, No objections but would ask that steps are taken to prevent light spillage at night from the roof lights to conform to Dark Skies efforts.
