APPLICATIONS:

1. E/09/1350/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for a two-storey side extension at 30 Bath Road, Fyfield, SN8 1PX.  JJ presented the plans and the council agreed unanimously to object with the following comments:

In principal we have no objection to an extension on this site, but in relation to this particular application we would like to object on the following grounds: 

It does not meet PD1 in that the extension appears to be larger than the current dwelling (scale).

It is not in harmony with it’s surroundings HC24, (see also our VDS page 15 paragraphs 1 – 4 ‘Existing buildings with no local characteristics, or imported ones, should not be cited as a precedent for building more of the same’ and paragraph 5 ‘Care should be taken that extensions are in proportion to the original building and built of sympathetic materials and design etc’. Also page 14 paragraph 3 ‘Any new development should be in scale and appropriate to the character of it’s village’).

Considering it’s potential impact on the landscape this application requires a proper scale drawing of the rear elevation and it’s potential impact on the landscape (a Valley and or Street Landscape?).

2. E/09/1354/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for erection of a 3 metre high acoustic fence at The Stables, St Nicholas Yard, Fyfield, SN8 1PP.  JJ presented the plans and the council agreed unanimously to no objection with the following comments:

We assume the usual conditions will be applied for disposal of muck and concreting of any hard-standing area etc.

3. E/09/1448/FUL for: Full Planning Permission for a replacement dwelling at Rivermead House, Overton Road, Lockeridge, SN8 4EL.  PB presented the plans and also provided a condensed version of the design and access statement.  The council agreed unanimously to object with the following comments:
We have no objection in principal to a replacement dwelling on this site although it is larger than the existing footprint.  

We agree that it is within the built up limits of the village.  However we believe that the proposed design is not in harmony with the street scene because:

The local building materials are stone, brick and wood, there is no precedent for white render except for one example.

Modern extensions have been accepted into this village but have managed to harmonise with their surroundings – please see Old School House, Lockeridge K/59755/F.

This is a prominent site at the entrance to the village, should the Landscape Officer not be consulted?
