APPLICATIONS:

1. E/10/0845/FUL for: creation of entrance porch and disabled toilet at Bell Hotel, Bath Road, West Overton, SN8 1QD.  RS presented, the council agreed unanimously to no objection.
2. E/10/0842/LBC &  E/10/0840/FUL for: Extension to time limit for implementing Planning Permission No. K/52667/LBC & K/52651/FUL, extension to include indoor swimming pool, billiard room, stable block, annexed living accommodation, garages and ancillary areas.  Demolish caretakers house and outbuildings at Lockeridge House, Lockeridge, SN8 4EL.  PB presented the plans.  The Council agreed unanimously to no objection with the following comments:  

Fyfield & West Overton Parish Council have no objection in principle to the applications above, but given that 10 years have now passed since the original consents we would like to make the following comments:
a.  The scale and mass of extensions in relation to the original building and later 19th and 20th Century additions seem rather out of proportion.
b.  There is a large extent of glazed area to the rear on the swimming pool and adjacent areas, plus a number of skylights in roofing. The amount of light pollution could be excessive, especially with regard to the current dark skies policies.  The light pollution may be intrusive in Autumn/Winter when tree canopies are bare.
c.  Tree removal and general landscaping conditions may need to be revised.
In view of these concerns, some of which may have been affected by policy revisions in the intervening period since 2000, we suggest  that the Conservation Officer should re-address these plans in the light of current policies and practice.
