1. E/10/1056/FUL - Rivermead House, Overton Rd, Lockeridge, SN8 4EL for two storey extensions and new garage with room over.  PB presented, a member of the public spoke about the application.  The council agreed unanimously to no objection with the following comments:
The additional space above the garage shall not be occupied at any time other than for purposes ancillary to the residential use of the dwelling known as Rivermead House.

We assume the Sarsen Stone panels will be of genuine Sarsen and not prefabricated.
The height of the garage was unclear from the plans provided, having studied the Planting Plan which we agreed is in harmony with the local surroundings, we would like planting around the garage to be conditioned.
