CONSENTS: 

· K/59291/F consent for erection of conservatory at 2 The Old Rickyard, Fyfield

· K/59410/F consent for erection of replacement single storey extension , of replacement porch and lead flat roof link between 2 modern extensions at Spring Cottage, LFF with conditions seeking approval of materials, joinery, windows scales, no plastic rainwater goods and no cement.  Permission granted on the grounds the proposal would not cause any significant harm to the interest of acknowledged importance and regard to PD1 and PPG15: Planning and the Historic Environment.

· K/59398/LBC consent for erection of replacement single storey extension , of replacement porch and lead flat roof link between 2 modern extensions at Spring Cottage, LFF with conditions seeking approval of materials, joinery, windows scales, no plastic rainwater goods and no cement.  So that the proposed works will not be detrimental to the character of the building.

GENERAL:
· ML 994: Email to Ruarish O’Donoghue re retention of garage at Old West Overton Stores – planning committee strongly object to it remaining as it obstructs the availability of parking spaces for the 2 properties, thereby causing fewer spaces for the neighbours without off street parking.

APPLICATIONS:
1. K/59519/LBC and K/59518/F application for listed building consent and full planning permission for two storey side extension at 69 West Overton: SR visited the site, a listed building, extension to have slate roof and brick (Flemish bond) walls painted white to match existing, to be built on eastern elevation slightly set back from N elevation and projecting into garden at rear.  Drive way to be moved to accommodate, part demolition of sarsen wall required for new gateway.  No objections from neighbours received.  MS read the comments from the conservation officer available online.  There were no objections from the committee provided that: the conservation department were happy and subject to agreement regarding possible utilisation of dismantled surplus sarsen stones in some manner.
2. K/59606/F application for erection of stable block at the Old Dairy Lower Fyfield: AB visited the site and spoke with applicant.  The proposal is for a 3 berth stable block with feed and tack store, with low pitched roof and overhang, with small concrete apron to front, timber frame and red cedar clad, Perspex windows.  Site is to west of Fyfield/Lockeridge footpath and south of private track to Upper Fyfield.  Access to stables to be from private track, footpath to be fenced where it passes close to proposed stables.  Hay store to be under plastic in copse to east of footpath, together with manure heap, parking to be in carpark for industrial unit on same site, grazing to be rented from adjoining field to west of stable block.  Some trees to be removed to allow for new stables.  Proposed use for stables is to provide riding lessons, some for the disabled.  The committee objected because: the cramped site vis a vis the right of way through the site and the access onto public highway Also they cannot see the sustainability of the proposal on its own, as it is dependent on availability of rented grazing, parking on car spaces of vacant industrial units and the private access any of which could change.  Also it was not clear if the applicant had right of way to the proposed access via the private track.
3. K/59609/VAR application to remove condition 6 of permission K32916 to allow the removal of existing conifer hedge and replacement with 2.5 m beech hedge and standard trees at 3 Meadow Rise, Lock:  BR visited the site, the existing Leylandii hedge is huge, very difficult to maintain and does not look nice.  Neighbours would be glad to see it removed. It is proposed to replace it with a beech hedge to height of 2.5m and standard trees.  The committee had no objections to the removal of the hedge and its replacement as proposed, but commented that they would like suitable fencing/hurdles to be specified while the new hedge is growing.
AOB: Future Applications:
· K/59616/VAR application to remove condition 4 of planning permission K/030370 to allow removal of conifer hedge on southern boundary of 1 Meadow Rise, Lockeridge:  Hedge to be replaced by a fence - BR will visit the site and consult with neighbours to see if anyone has any objections, if not then it was agreed by the committee that it be dealt with under delegated powers as they had no objections.
