MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING:  were circulated, approved and signed.

MATTERS ARISING: 

· The Chestnut trees on Overton Road are suffering from Bleeding Canker, which may or may not be terminal.  Local residents have been asked to keep an eye on them.  WC (Simon Turner) can give advice.  The TPO on Lime Trees has now been submitted, 28 days have elapsed without objections and the TPO will be confirmed shortly.  The possibility of a grant for the replacement of trees is being investigated.

· ML 72 Email to E Newberry and Rebecca Hughes requesting further information regarding the plans for 30 Bath Rd.
· ML 73 Telephone call from Rory, Enforcement – Mr Sabba has responded to questions, kitchen already there, just upgraded, computer only there for connection to satellite dish and security camera and he only visits every other week to check on property.  Enforcement to push for removal of roller shutter door and portaloo only unless proof of no existence of kitchen can be obtained.  Also caravan at South Farm is occupied and letter has been written requesting further details.

· ML 80 Email from Michael Maude stating there was no kitchen in the property (BTRS) when he viewed it with his agent.
· ML 84 Email from JW, still no news on possible grants for replacement trees on Overton Road, will chase up.
· ML 85 Telephone conversation with Simon Turner, 28 days now elapsed, no objections to TPO on lime trees, he may consider adding other trees, await confirmation of TPO.

· ML 89 Email from Michael Maude to WC Planning advising there was no kitchen in the BTRS when he viewed it.
· ML 90 Telephone conversation with Rebecca Hughes answering queries relating to 30 Bath Rd, Fyfield.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None.  

APPLICATIONS:

1. E/10/0088/FUL for: Two storey side extension, single storey rear extension at 30 Bath Road, Fyfield, SN8 1PX.  JJ presented, the applicants and architect spoke about the application and then left the meeting. The council agreed unanimously to no objection with the following comments:

We note that the property is an AONB.  We hope that the wood cladding will be of a type which will silver with age eg. Cedar.  We are concerned that such an expanse of glass on the southern elevation could cause intrusive reflection of sunlight across the valley, could a non reflective glass be used or other measures be taken to reduce this?

OUTSTANDING ISSUES:

E/10/0088/LBC – 49 Lockeridge, SN8 4EL – Erection of flue to rear south facing slope – Conservation have recommended they give consent with a condition that they paint the flue black.

Overton Hill TRS, West Overton SN8 4ER – Enforcement to take action regarding roller shutter door and portaloo but cannot take action regarding kitchen without proof that it wasn’t there previously.  Enforcement in contact with Telereal to try and obtain proof and M Maude written advising not there when he viewed the property – awaiting further progress.
