· K/59663/TR2 application for works to tulip tree: reduction of one disproportionate limb by 30% and to lightly reduce the remainer of the tree by approx 10% to good growth points with thinning by a similar amount at Hillside House, Lockeridge

· K/59609/VAR amended application re hedge removal at 3 Meadow Side, Lock with additional details of planting and protection of hedge and additional trees and which types.  Details with BR

· K/59616/VAR application to remove condition 4 of planning permission K/030370 to allow removal of conifer hedge on southern boundary of 1 Meadow Rise, Lockeridge, subject to ‘usual approval of replacement landscaping suitable for this location adjacent to West Woods, the countryside and neighbouring Rights of Way’.
APPLICATIONS:

1. K/59755/F for:  2 storey extension at
The Old School House, Lockeridge.  BR visited the site and explained fully to the committee the history of the application, which is the third received for enlarging this property in the conservation area.  The previous application was objected to on the grounds of size and proportion to the existing building.  The new proposed extension, while retaining the contrasting material of wooden sweet chestnut cladding was reduced in length and thus subservient to the existing building and the windows in proportion to the existing.  Space had been used to the rear to compensate for loss of space.  The neighbours had no objections.  The meeting was closed for a minute to allow the applicants to speak.  MS read the Conservation Officers comments, he found the new proposal acceptable bearing in mind policy HH5 (section 72 of 1990 Act).  The committee had no objections or comments.     

2. K/59713/F for: External Ramps and steps, garden room, garage converted to games room and first floor extension over.

At: The Old Vicarage, West Overton.   SR had visited the site.  The footprint of the proposal would apart from the garden room remain the same as the existing house, while the garage conversion and extra storey over would increase its height on the raised site.  It was thought that the proposal would not be seen by the nearest neighbour to the west due to the land form and was too far away from the Church to impinge in its setting.  The committee had no objections but commented that: suitable landscaping should be maintained on the boundaries particularly those to the north east and north west of the property.
