APPLICATIONS:

1. K/59863/VAR for:  Removal of condition 2 of planning permission K/57377/F to allow retention of single garage at 3 & 4 Post Office Cottages, West Overton.  MS read out a letter sent to the Enforcement Officer from the previous Clerk in October outlining the PC’s position on the matter at that time.  Dr S Rogers left the meeting.  It was agreed that the main parking problems were from dusk to 8.30am and that KDC should be duly informed, since all site visits had presumably only been made during the day.  A member of the public was allowed to speak.  The committee voted and unanimously objected. Response as attached. Highways to be made aware of our comments via a letter to our WCC Councillor, Tony Molland.    
2. K/59789/F for:  Retention of metal storage container and attached wooden lean-to structure at South Farm Paddock, West Overton.  Dr S Rogers rejoined the meeting.  Mrs J Taylor left the meeting.  The field is under policy HH2. The land has full agricultural use. English Heritage did not object: they are happy that the container is not disturbing the ground and are content with the use of the field..  Concerns were raised over the impact on the landscape.  SR read out the statement from the applicant followed by a letter of objection from a member of the public.  The committee voted - 3 objections and 1 no objection.  Objection - impact on landscape is intrusive (NR7 & NR8).
